Yuu
will all, of course, understand me to nllude to the
Protective guestion. There is certainly a very
large a8 well rs very important mujority of one
of these great parties in favor of u full and ade.
uate protection to our domestic interests ; whilst
the whole (without any sensible difference) o)
the other great party is in favor of Free Trade,
and dircelly opposed th protecting the domestie

intercsts of the country. That is the sunple

truth, my Iriends: that “is the exact state of the
vase. 'U'hie hus become the grest preveiling
party distietion.  Thus, for instance, in the
part of the couniry where I live, the sense of a
very large majority is in favor of the Protective
pohiey.  And yet, in certain districts where the
politieal mujority 18 in favor of the other party, a
sontrary policy in regird to the Protective prin-
eiple is also found toprevail.

The conquest of the Empire of the Great Mo.
¢ul was nothing—the conquest of Mexico or Pe
ru. which she eould eusily make if she choose to
muke it— would be nothing compared to this.—
Every mun of sense then ndmits this to be the
ense. And how do you compare with England 7
Penneyleania is nearly as large us England and
Wales. In England and Wales there are 57,000
square miles, and in Pennsylvenia there are 43,
M0 square miles; thet is ull the difference—
Pennsylvania lins ax greet u varfety of coal u
England; snd whether the coul pits here be
rked go netn yield as large ¢ proporiion of coal
a5 those of England, is unimportant at present,
since buth sre mexhnostible for s« thovsend years
And this is the weslth—the inexhaustible weslth
—buried in the bosom of the earth—out of which
the happiness of Pennsylvenia remnins to be
wrought.

We must tuke along with us in this view of
the subject, the invention of the power of steain
ind the discovery by which anthracite coel can
ne upplied to its production. This of itself hus
s changed everythiog that the world seems nu
longer the same world that wo once knew it—in
commerco snd in buginess ull our nifairs wre s
hanged that it seems s if this orb had become
some other globe; it has outrun the wind—revo.
lutinized the earth—enubled men to penetrste
ts recesses, und endowed him with new hopes,
new purposes, as if there were a new ereation.—
Now, it 1s singularly fortunute that in Pennsyl.
vaniu the coal and the iron are in close proximity,
wnd so favorable for application to steam purposcs.
Lot us lovk at this in a practical view. Pennsyl-
vania, it is true, does not produce so much us En-
iland in u year. Kngiand produces 30,000,000
of tons ennuully ; atthe common priees at which
soul sells at the pit’s meuth this would produce
the sum of 60,000,000,  Penusylvania produces
2,000,000 of tons annuelly-—1,000,00000f anthra-
site and 1,000,000 of bituminous coal ; this isall
she now produces, with a eupacily Lo produoe s
much us England now produces or more where
there 18 a demand for it

Now, how docs this working of the coal beds
afloct the interest of the great muss? 11 this be
an interest that is profiteble only to the few then
it 1s questionable policy to pursue it.  But I put
it o every man, who toila for his existence, und
sudesvors thus to obtain a living fur his children
if this be not o policy thut iy beneficial w the
arent mass ol jnankind 7 The righit of inining and
digging for the coul can be obtained fur 30 ce
a ton; and when by homan libor and mgenmity
the conl hus heen brovght 10 the surface, it s
wrrth 82 1o 52 25 4 ton.  The result s, thut out
of this amuunt, 30 cenis goes to the proprietor,
ind §1 90 te the laborer fur the excreise of his
skill and the labor of bis strong hands. And this
topie uf the ereation of weaith by human labor it
v vast topic ; and L remember thist 10we 11 years
ago, in addressing en nesembly at Pitsburg, [ said
the same g5 1 nuw say in regurd to the advantage
of pursuing a course of pulicy which Judiciuusly
demunds and appropristely compensates human
labor.

1 will now advert to another source of wealth.
England produces 1,500,000 tona of pig iron
every year. ‘This product has trebled within the
Inst ten years. * Nuw we can ell see that this in.
crease in the manufacture of iron wili produce 8
corresponding  demand {or lubor in procuring
couls. This quantity of iren consumes 6,000,000
wns of coul gnnually o work it.  We see, then.
how much money 1= paid for the labor that raises
the coal o smelt thias and, by pursting the suh.

Lt is correstly calculated that us high ne 325 &
ton, and nut lower than $20 a ton, 1s puid in thie
way s und this sum goes to meet the demund fur
awgricultural fabor sud productions on every tun
af iron produced. And not only this State, but
several vther States, are deeply interested in the
article of iron. Tennessee, New-Jersey, New-

iron to 20 per cent. ad valerem.

Let ua inquire what has England thought her.
self” upon this very subject of duties on iron 7 It
1s true that there is no use for duties on iron in
that country now. But in the progress of her
workings of iron from the ore 1o the manufac-
tured article, she found it necessary 1o impose
higher duties than we have now in operation un-
der the Tariffof 1542, And I desire those who are
so found of copying after Great Britain, es they
say, in all that relates to the imposition of duties,
to go and exsmine the British Tanfl. The ed
valorem duties aversge £43, or £42 19. 6d. 18
the lowest average of duues on the whole mass
of fureign importations teken into Englanc.

Itis not wonderiul, then, that Pennsylvania
industry being thus supported vut of this class of
Pennsylvania wealth—ihe people of Pennsylvania
should be ineclined to support by every means in
their power a protective policy- Nor, is it won.
derful that the Government of Pennsylvania

Now if we do not wish to cut off the importa.
tions of coal modiron, the various products of
Enclish manufactures, then we shall agree with
Mr. Polk , but if we do wish to cat off these 1.
portations, then we shall disagree with him and
disagren with his poliey, for he would have
unly such moderate duties as would not cut
off importations, but he goes farther, and 1
thenk him for it—he would reduce the duties
1o the ruter of the Compromise Actas they
oxisted in 1842, when they affurded nu pro-
tection &t all; but therc is a Tariff in existence
at present, and some questions wers put 1o him
1o thiscffect. Are you in favoraf that Tanf, or
are you not1  And 1o this question he si«nds
mute. There are humane cunsiderations vcca-
sionally employed in Courts of law, woen persuns
«tand mute; but when a man can Answer and
don’t snswer—when he 18 periectly able, but &n
tirely unwilling to make a repiy, then we have s
fight W put our own construction on the case.—
But it wis entirely unnecessary w put those ques
tions to Mr. Polk; he had elready stated that he
wanted the duties reduced to the Compromise
stundard. The duties in June, 1342, had come
down to 20 per cent. without discrininution ; so
therefore Mr. Pulk was in fuvor of bringing down
the duties to twenty per cent. on ell imported
goods whatever.

But in a letter to the people of Tennesssee roon
afterward, he gives his jormal views at length on
this subject, to this effect :
