The honorable
and learned gentleman then proceeded to contend
that the decision of the Lords did not rest on legal
crotchets and technical points, Lut on the substan¬
tial merits of the case, and after pointins rut the dis¬
agreement between the English and Irish Judges,
particularly with reference to the sixth and seventh
counts, he said that the sentence passed upon him
was illegal, and that he had as much right to send
his judges to jail as they had to send him. There
was no doubt whatever that the judges had espe¬
cially sentenced him on the sixth*and seventh counts,
and yet seven wiseacres of Judges in England pre¬
sumed that it was otherwise, and gave their decision
on that presumption. Their decision was fo-mded
on what was called a presumption in law, but he
called it in piain terms what it was, a lie; and that
decision was supported by Lord Lyndhur:-r. and by
that indescribable wretch, Brougham. However,
blessed be Heaven three men were found honest
enough to eilend tc lhe truth and ei'-eupthe lie.to
look to the fact, not the piesumption.and, there¬
fore, he told them to rejoice, for the j idgment was
