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Remarkable Ruck .One of the most re¬
markable rocks of which we have any know,
ledge, has been lately (Uncovered in the middle
of that great inland sett, Lake Superior. By a

gentleman who hasrecenfly returned to this city
from Copper Harbor, we learn that a shaft of
Trappe rock has very lately been discovered,
rising in the lake from 150 to 200 miles from
lind, and ascending above the surfuce of the
water a distance of not abo?e four feet. What
renders it more extraordinary is, that it stands
alone, and all around it, so far as examination'
have been made, no bottom has b:cn reached
by any of the lead lines used on the lake, and the
point of the rock itself doe* not exceed an area
of more than six or Ecvcn feet square, and so far
as observations of it have extended, it dors not
appear to enlarge in 6ize :.s it descends. It has
already, he states, bacjme a source of alarm
to the marinere who navigate the lake, who take
special care in passing, t'i give it as wide a berth
as poeuible. It is too small.too remote and dan¬
gerous to admit of a light, and therefore its re¬
moval has become a matter of eerious imp.r-
tance, and will doubless pertain to the duty of
the Government. A single blaat from a bore of
sufficient depth would probably do it, but the
surface of the rock being fo near that of the
water, and the ppace so narrow as to forbid any
regular lodgment for workmen, they would have
to be attended constantly by a vessel of sufficient
size to resist any sudden storm that might aiise
the lake and would also have to be kept constant¬
ly under way, as no harbor or even bottom is
within a day's sail.

be a place of general resort for the Salmon Trout
of thoee lakes, as thev found them th>re in al¬
most inea!c':!.ibl'; number?, having during their
t-h"rt Bißt, ciiUtfht several barrel1' with no other
instrument than a rod of iron, on one end oi
which they turned a hook.

We find the following in the Montpelie: (Vt.)

Watchman, whose Editor vouches for the. credi.
bilny of the writer:

Tiiere was not long since a notice in the Tri¬
bune of a Negro, idiot in other respect, but pos¬
sessing a wonderful faculty of mental calcula.
tion. We have t a instance of a similar gifc in
our own State, more remarkable than the one
above alluded to, or perhaps any other of which
we have an account, in the person of a son of
Truman H. Safford, Esq. of Royaiton, now aged
only eigkt years.

This eise, however, seems to have but one
feature in common with that of the Negro, for
this lad has always di&plajed a wonderful pre.
cocityand faculty in comprehending all branches
of study to which his attention has been directed.
At an earlier age than most children are able to
read understanding^, he had thoroughly mas¬
tered the Geography in common use in our
schools. But his chief forte is in mathematical
and numerical calculations. The first knowledge
his parents had of his power in numbers arose
from a little incident that occurred in Mb sixth
year. He remarked to his mother one day, that
if ho knew how many rods it was around his
father's large meadow, he could tell the measure
in barley corns. When hiä father camejn, she
mentioned it to him, and he knowing the*dimen-
sions of the field, made a calculation, and told
the boy it was 1040 rods; the lad alter a few
minutes gave 617,760, as the distance in barley
corns, " in hiß head," as the common phrase is.

Mr. S. thinking this somewhat remarkable,
procured him an Adams's Arithmetic, which he
soon mastered. When any question is put to
him from this book he will answer it immediately
from memory. He will also give the product
of four figures by four, performing the operation
mentally, nearly as quickly as one can do it with
pen and paper. He has alco multiplied fivo
places of figures by five, which was the ex¬

tent of Zcrah Colburn's power in his best days.
As examples, he gave readily the products of
6842 * 5654.33.684,668 ; of 9876 * 9958.
98,345,208 ; of 92362 X 21344.4777,294,528 :

of 84322 x 64262.5,418,700,364. He will
extract the square and the cube roots of numbers
extending to nine or ten places, performing tho
operation quite rapidly in his head.
The division of numbers into their factors is a

favorite amusement with him. Give him the
age of a person and he will give tho number of
seconds correctly. All the questions which are

given in the Tribune, as having been proposed to

the Negro boy, he answered in the spaco of fif¬
teen minutes, detecting three mistakes either in
the printer or the boy.
He has also answered all the examples given

in Colburn's life, " in his head," one of the
largest being the square of 888,883, product
790,121,876,544. It has been a hobby with him
this summer, to measure the fields about his
father'a house, which he haa done correctly, hav¬
ing his little 6ister, younger than himself, as en

assistant, in his surveying excursions. Having
obtained some knowledge of tho manner of find¬
ing logarithms from Gregory's Dictionary, he
has formed a table from 1 to 60.
He has some know ledge of Algebra and Ge¬

ometry, which he has gathered from the articles
oti those branches in the work above named. He
seems to pott-ese, m addition to the power of per.
forming lengthy calculations in his head, the
higher power of comprehending and solving ab
»tru9e a'iri difficult q lestions in the various
branches of Mathematics. Y u can form but an
imperfect idea of his wanderful p iwer from tr«»>

irnpe feet sketch born jjiven ' hat it is not cx

ngt-erated, many who havr, witi rosed his opera-
ti.it a in this vicinity, wi-1 readily testily. No
efforts have hern timde to pi yh him i' to notice,
neither hss ho been urged t eterci-e his mind in

mauiemiiieal euidie«. lor the purpose ot making
a wonder of him. On the contrary, effio-te have
been marie to restrain him, lest he might injure
his hut Ith

He has alwayp been rather of a sickly, delicate
lad, but he h-s been improving in health and
strength of late. Whether he wiil lose this re-

markab'e power, as he grows older, or whether it
will H crea-e in strength and vigor, ia a question
time alone can determine. There are good reas¬

ons to hope, however, tnat with suitable and ju¬
dicious discipline, under capable teachers, he
will make one of the most remarkable men yet
produced in our country. D. C. B.
