The French documents relate prim ipally to the

settlement of the French Co'.r.iiistd in Canada, and
theird'fitculties with the Indians.

This then is the Fortieth Anniversary of this useful
and patriotic Society. Hi- appeal to ull ellipses o

his fellow-jitizens to aid in rescuing family docu¬
ments, State papers, ccc. from the dusry cupboards,
and in furthering the objects of the Society was

beautifully conceived, ana was full of truth and pa¬
triotic feeling. It is because we love our country
that we wish to rescue its history from oblivion, and
send itdown to ihe genera ions which are yet to come

after us. Toperpetuate the history of our vast works
ofiaicrual improvement and usefulness.the memory
of the men who originated nnd curried them success¬

fully through, that when our chile"ren's children read
the history of their forefathers, and seo around them
the monuments o1 theii enterprise and greatness, they
may, like the Roman uf old, exclaim " Thank God,
I too am a Citizen of New-York." The address
occupied nearly aa hour and sixteen minutes in de¬
livery, and was listened to with the most murked
attention. It is an able paper and evidently prepar¬
ed with much enre and labor.
After the address,'he benediction was pronounced

by the venerable Dr. Milnor, and the audience then
separated, the members end their invited guests to

the dinner table, and the ladies to flieir drawing
rooms.
