American makers of Cotton Baggir-g, who are

now supply'mgthe market at 10 cents a pound,
instead of the 23 which the Cotton-planters paid
in 1S41-2, when the duty was much lower. But
«o long as the bagging-maker* tire perfectly satis-
lied, and the Planters cover their Cotton at loss
than half the cos', under Free Trade, why should
The Plebeian be graveled ?

could when they ran their works perhaps three
or four months in every year, and often waited two

Is there any mystery
here?
The Journal oj Commerce repeats one of its

habitual blind stumbles over the fact that, al.

though we have r Protective Tariff, Specie is go¬
ing out of th e Country ! Wc supposed it was

understood that a comparatively new, thriving,
rapidly improving Country, wherein Labor is

high and the Currency liberal, never retains any
more Specie than i! actually needs. If our Ta¬
riff were much higher than it is, Specie would
lcavo us whenever wc had more than wc needed.
But it is rather presuming too much to argue

ka that, because our present TnrifTlevies abnut thirty
B per cent, nvorogo duty on our Imports, we ought
\y to be constantly drawing Specie from Nations

which impose still higher duties on our Products.
The fair inference would seem to bo the reverse

of this.

Many
importers have suffered for it, selling cases of
goods for 3*100 which cost them $G00.

of the Country.

After getting into the office, they worked
on the safe, to all appearance, for some hours, as

they bored holes through it, pried ofT the iron in
many places, hammered upon it with an immense
stone, and cut deep into the wood-work. The sin¬
gular feature in this titlV.ir is, where were the watch¬
men all this lime ? The office is close on the street,
and the thieves hammered and worked on the safe,
making noise enough to rouse lha neighbors, yet
tiie watch heard nothing of it. Ate those respecta¬
ble guardians of the night unprovided with ears, or
do they plug (hem with cotton, or how cm thieves
hammer on a safe with a stone weighing 00 weight,
directly on the street, and they not hear? Fortun¬
ately lor Mr. Sheldon, his sale was of mure use than
the entire Watch.

Steamboats. The Wisconsin is at present navi¬
gable, in high water, to the Winnebago Portage;
the Fox River has been navigated this year by a

steamboat, and this has proved the possibility ol
navigating that River at all ordinary stages ol
water, except that part between the Grand Chute
and the fcot of the Kakalin Rapides. The length
of the new routes to which this iir.prov.-men; would
extend, is not less than 500 miles, while the only
canal or Black-water required will cot exceed
eighteen miles, the estimated cost of which would
be, together with other improvements on the route,
Half a Million of Dollars. The entrance of ihe
Wisconsin into the Mississipi is less than fifty miles
from the Souiri-YVestern border of Wisconsin Ter¬
ritory, RDti tha outlet of Green Bay forms ihe boon
larj between ;he Territory end the Slate of Michi¬
gan on the North-East. I he valley of these two

streams, which is proposed to be made a channel of
trade, extends from tue North-East to the Soutn-
Vs est, rtod embraces an area of not less than 20,000
square miles, rich in Mineral and Agricultural re-

sourc is. it is estimated that but one-twentieth part
ofthis land is pri-.nie property, and the Government
would reap great advantages from the more ready-
sale of the lands.

Report dtoj» Coal..Professor Johnson, who
was appointed, under n resolution of Congress, lo
examine and report upon the chancier nnd value of
the coaiJ of this country, has made hisreport. It is
a very interesting documi nt. Forty-five varieties of
coal were subjected to examination and experiment.
He establishes, by the most conclusive experiments,
that the sample of coal furnished by Atkinson &
Terapleman, from their Cumberland (Md.) mines,
is the best for purposes of steam navigation, having
a greater evaporative power, under given bulk, than
any other. The following are the remarks ol" i'ro-
fi s-di- Johnson on this point:

" For the purposes of steaKi navigation, the rank
most important to be considered is the fifth, in w hich
the coals stand in the order ol" their evaporative
power under -iven bulks.

" This is obviously true, since, if niher things be
equal, the length of a roysge must dt pend upon the
amount of evaporntive power Mfirded bv the fuel
which can be stowed in the hunkers of a, steamer,
alway s ol limited capacity.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.

Washington. Jan. 4,1X40.
The Senate was not in session to-day.
The House of Representatives was again

occupied with a debate on Texas, with the ex¬

ception of some unimportant business before
going into Committee of the Whole. Among
other items oi bus.ncss was a memorial from u

number of " Friends" resident in New-York
City, (as I understood it) presented by Mr. Pike-
nix : the. reading of which having been pro¬
ceeded with for about ten minutes, a motion was

made to lay on the table, which prevailed by the
casting vote of the Speaker.there being Yeas
87, Nays 87. The memorial was in opposition
to Slavery. The Speaker rnndc yeas 88. Tno
House then went into Committee of the Whole
on the state of the Uniun, Mr. Hoi-kins of Vir¬
ginia in the Chair.

Mr. Bayly tif Virginia, who had tho floor,
rose and said he would yield tho floor to any op¬
ponent of Annexation. The Whigs sccinca dis¬
posed to let the question go immediately to u.

vote. No one appearing to claim the floor, a

general call of "Question" was made.
Mr. Rhf.tt, of South Carolina, rose and pro¬

posed that the vctc be merely taken on the pre¬
amble to Mr. Douglasens joint resolution, declar¬
ing that Texas should be annexed ; leaving the
quarrel about particulais to bi settled as it
might lie.

Mr. J. R. IngEEsoi.L rose and opposed such a

procedure in an able speech of an hour, showing
that this was the way the Int.; canvass was car

lied on, by evincing distinct issues. He proved
it? unconstitutionaltty, the want of necessity fir
Territory, and answered the arguments generally
made in favor of Annexation. In opposition to
the constitutionality of the measure, iie qu ited
theopini wisofJt fierson, Wra. Pinckney, etc. &c.

Mr. PaVNe of Alabama spoke in favor of An¬
nexation and in reply to Mr. [ngersoll.

Mr. Winthrop of Mass. obtained the floor,
after which the committee rcse and the House
adjourned till Mendey.

Mr. Cunohan of North Carolina will proba¬
bly speak in opposition, as he rose, with Mr.
Winthrop, tu claim the floor. John Quncy
Adams will probably ke<p silent on this question,
though his speech would be of great interest.

It is said that Mr. McKay isconcoctinga
new scheme to break down the Tariff, of which
I may be able soon to give you some informa,
tion. It will probably be a slight alteration of
his bill of last ?es?i< n.

Some New-York Loco-Foco? have prepared to
speak against Annexation.whether they will be
whipped into the traces remains to he seen.
