seems now that wo snail be forced to abandon
that hope, und dtpend upon our own resources,
which (thanks to an ell-wiss Providence) are all

sufficient to make us a preat, prosperous,and hap¬
py people. ^ e are now beginning seriously to

think oi making a commercial treaty wiih Eric-
land.and which I doubt not, will, in a pecuniary
point of view, be better for us Lhan annexation
to the United States, as her propoatüons are ol" a

most liberal character. They are aiinilar to what
ton wrote me they were in your previous aavicts.

\Ye ore now mooting the question of getting up
a convention for the purpose of altering tne con¬

stitution. By the constitution, as it now cxislt;.
we are prohibited from importing slaves from

other countries than ihe United States. It is
now proposed to rctcaJ that article of the consti¬
tution, and introduce another in its pLce. allow¬

ing- the introduction of slaves irom the Spanish
and French West India Islands, and all otatr

countri- s except Africa, or, in other words, pro¬
hibit <)«/y the African slave trade. It is under,
stood and believed tbat tne Bntirh Government
will wink at this, in order io secure our trade, as

well as monopolize the best cotL a growing resjii n
in the world. For my own part, I am now wil.
l.ng to abandon the idea of annexation to the
United States, and take ur chances w.tb the
British Govcrnmcn', in view of an duration in
our constitution.
