Our only vakid title to that region is based on the
ceasion of Spain in Mr. Adams’s Florida Treaty,
which was subject, beyond &l question, o the
compact by Spain with England at the Conven.
tion of the Escurial in 1700, nearly thirty years
before. That Convention expressly antimrized
Great Britain to make seitloments on any part of
the West Corst of America North of ths settie-
ments alreedy made by Spain—thatis, North of
California. Under this compnet, British seitle
ments have from time to time been madein
various parts of Oregon, and suchparts are
rightfully British territery. Other portions
have in like manner been settled by our peo-
ple, and thesz are rightfully our territory—
As theso rival scitlements are separated by
no natural boundary, and are very prabubly
interlaced with each other, we see_only two
modes of adjusting the conflicting claims of the
two nations. Oneis the adoption of & Compro.
