I have just learned that deputy, sheritf Thomas
Whittaker, of Cherry Valley, was very badly
treated by disguised men, on Tuesday last, while
in the act of serving civil process, in the _lmrx'ic-r
of Schoharie county, near Summit. 1 will giva
you the particulars, as I learn them from a person
who heard them related by Mr. Whitaker him-
self. -

on persor
being very w

aday last he went o serve some papers
in the edge of Schoharie county. Not
¢ll acquainted with the route, he ne.
cessarily had to inquire where the men lived. He
found one and servod his process, nnd went to
serve the rest, and while hé was in the house, it
was surrounded by persons disguised as Indians.
They demunded his papers 5 he refused to give
them up, when he was seized, and all Lix pockets
searched ; papers read, and those which were to
be served thereabouts destroyed.  Flis horse was
utharnessed and tied by the side of the rond,
about 10 rods distant.

He was then taken sbout a quarier of a mnile
out in the lots, where they told lim 1o sitdown ;
he refused 3 they then threw him down, wok off
his boots, filled them half full of tar, and pulled
them on asiin; then took off hiscap and turpud
on tar with the bueket, and replaced it again
then took o paddle thet was in the }mckcl, nd
plustered his face, &e, fe still resisted, when
he was mounted on a raik, and jolted near a mile
and back.

He was then put in li< euster, ond told that"ii
e was ever seen in thut sectionagain, he would
be treated in o worse manner.  He told them he
should, and [ understand that he will retura with
u possee to.morrow and execute his orders. e
could not recognize any one of them ; they num-
bered about twenty or thirty men.

The anti-rent feeling is manifest somewhat in
this county, but no vuthreaks hinve yet been mnde ;

aeeing the actors, or even having heard of them
before, fictitious characters, yet representing lie
much asitis. We do not know thatevery hody
would be a5 much gratified at the sudden happi-
ness of their arquaintances and friends; ﬂwltr 1=
a trial which few are enabled o stand so well —
But the readers of the Chimes will rejoice that
Richard and Meg, and all the rust of the good
characters in the story, are made happy in their
own way, and own condition.  [ndeed, we 'dnu:n'n
know that any body ever i made Bappy in this
world out of their uwn way, and own condition.
It isa part of happiness, thatitsolyeet is not called
upon to violate his sense ol propricties, or o e
constrained 1o nccommodate himself 1o circum-
stances and persons incompatible with his sense
of comfort s and we feel,on a moment's reflection,
that Richard nnd Meg are twice a8 happy in their
third story room, their wedding room, dancing to
the sound of marcow bones and a dran, thun they
could have been furced into a carpeted suloon,
with a Polka played for their merrment, and the
riehest fare of Parkinson or Farrand, served to
them upon ealvers, by Sewell, Chew, or Mew-
man. The smile of plensure from the old and
young, which attained in the homely back apart-
ents of Mre. Chickerstalker's huckster's shop,
would senrcely have cast a shadow in the ealoons
of the West End, or rather would heve cast all
inty the shade. )

\We are not entirely certain that we approve of
the whole philosophy of the Chimes. It appears
to us that the wuthor seers to depict wealth vs
always producing disregard to the duties of bn-
manity, or suguesting their dischorge in furms to
destroy all eredit for charitable or philanthropic
motives, and o preclude every feeling of grati-
tude in the recipients. This is wrong. There
ean be no doubt that there are muny, very msny,
Alderman Cetes, who are determined to ** put
down” all evidenees of fecling in the poor; and
every society shows somu Sir Joeeph Bowlby,
who s the “father and friend”? of the poor labor-
er, und who means to retain a right to these -
tles, by never allowing the  unfortunate to rise
out of their state of poverty und dependence.—
But suciety also shows thousunds of rich, who
love the opportunity of duing good, and know
how to impart favors, without putting the seal of
mendicity upon the “ heart of the receivor,”

Aguin - the tendency of the vision Js w leave
the imgression, that poverty is o state which the
wealthy have furced upon the poor; that those
ealled unfortunate, are not sometimes “unwise,”
and that the successful man is, in some degree,
aceountable for the situstion of his less fortunate
brother. This is o dangerous doetrine. Charity,
liberal-learted, open-handed charity, should be
taught and encouraged; but let us beware how
we enforce the lesson in o way that shall muke
the rich give grudgingly, or proveke the poor to
graspunlawfully. By the way, this last clause
may be worth something ina community : Who
shall say how loag the poor will hold back  their
hands ! (Immense wealth in the hands of a few,
is only the cmptying of many other hands,) if
<tiaulated by the constuntly repeated iden that
wenlth is withheld by unrighteons means, and
that any state of poverty v cxcuse an act ol
violence to others, or justify suicide in the suf-
ferer.

Tuere is one beautiful thought conveyed in

Trotty says continnally in all the visionury mise.
ries of Meg, that <he loves her little starving
child, and he never for a moment doubted her,
until there was some evidence that something
had disturbed the maternal love.

These Chimes are not cqual 1o the Carol, but
they are pleasant Chimes; and we hope they
will sugzest to thuse who go about doing good, a
delicate forbearance towards the peculiarities of
their beneficiaries—not to aitempt to * put them
down.” Let them have them sometimes; the
proper sense of pride is brought back by the in-
dulgence of the linle whim.wham which has
been o sort of hobby all their life—some peeuliar
-emark, same little indulgence, some pet dog or
ent, that scems to others ineompatible with uner
