Upto the time of the making of the Treaty of
Prairie du Chien in 1829 the whole of this portion
of the Territory of Wisconsin belonged to the
Winaebago Indmns. By that treaty thev ceded therr
possessions to the United States, und the Govern-
ment hes since driven them, at the point of the
bayoaet, over the great ** Mothe of Waters.”® Al
the time of the Treaty the Indians had made many
diseoveries of lead ore sbout Mineral Point aad
Gratiot’s Grove, which they smelied up in @ rude
way and suld to the whites.

When I wander over this beamiful and lovely
country, with its smiling prairies and shady groves;
its salubrious climute acd its s2aled-up fountaing of
mineral wealth ; 32 fertile soil, ** where grain, and
flower, and fruit gush from the earth unul the land
runs over, " Idonot wonder thatthe Aborigines clun
to their soil and the home of their futhers with such
death-like tenacity, and cast a long and lingerin
look behind to see their council fires extinguishe
and’ their monoments torn down. The perfidy,
cruelty and outrage which have characterized ihe
conduct of our Governsnent towards the Indians,
bis no paraliel in all the annals of the history of the
civilized world, and that a signul and terrible retri-
bution rests upon this great and guilty country there
cannot be a doubt. ! have frequently been sur-
prised ut the hatred and all-will which ure borne
towards the Ked Man by the border inhabitanis.
They seem to heve considered it @ erime in Lim to
love the soil which had for centurics covered the
bones of his fatkers, and which had been the thea-
tre of the giories of s mice. Rapaciy, hate, cu-
pidity, power, told liim to go, and oheying not, the
savaze was hunted down by s Cliistian neticn
with a terrible venzennce.  Almost everyman who
was ont in the Bluck Hawk War, who Killed either
an Indian ora Sjuaw, hus become immortalized in
this country, and from the blood of the Juwa, the
Winnebago, the Chippewa, the Sacund Fozx, has
sprung a crop of little great men who seem to con-

wder themselves entitled to zll the offices, honors
and digniiies of the ecountry. Gen, Dodze, the
“[fero of the Sauk Fuss so culled, gained more
reputation in this country by two ortliree skirmish-
es with a handfull of mideribly arined Indians,
than ever Ney gainedin Hurope at Lichingen, or
Muedonald ar Wagram,

If =il the acte of heroism and bravery and dojing
which that celebrated Black Hawk War e fedl
forth could be written down and made into a boal.,
it would certainly be a wonderful book. 1t is
amusing to sit down by the side of anold Sucter
who has been *throvgh the war,” and hear him
rehearse its ‘nvidents. Some nights ago 1fell in
with un ol ranger who was treasonable enoutth to
think there had been as bloody wars in the world
as the Black Hawk, and who related to me an an-
eedute of n eelebrated Captain of a mounted com-
pany who was ont in the service. It seems that
Captain wis une day scouring the conntry with his
company, when he suddenly came nerossan Tndiay
frail, 1le iramediatcly came to a haltzad ordeied
his company to ** dismount und cill sioitches, suy-
ing that if they had to retreat it would be well to
be prepared. ; ]

I have been led into this train of observations
upon the Indians and Tndian Wars of the North-
West, by falling in_with e Little band of Wirneba-
Tous, 8 h',llllﬂ. time since, who had encamped upon
tiie I'ocatonica rivesin this county, They lind pee-
nission irom the Indian Azent at Torkey River,
lowa ‘erritory, to come over to this side of the
Mississippi and stay three months.  The liead man
anong thewr was Iopixcar, or * Bie Mepjoixe
Max,” who is a chief of histribe. He seemed to be
& verv clean Indian, and he exhibited to me testi-
monials of good character from Gov. Dodge, Col,
William S, Humilton and E. IH. Gratiet, Ii-sir_l, 1
have Leen told tiat in former yenrs many of the
Winnebagoes were in the Lubit of making un an-
nual visit to Gratiot’s Grove, in this County, o see
some of the old friends of their trib=. The Indians
are proverbial for their enduriag friendships and
lasting enmities. The late Col. lenry Gratiol,
who was a brother 1o Gen. Charles Gratiot of the
1. 8. Engineer Corps, lived among the Winnebs-
goes for « long time and he was their friend. 1le
fed them when hungry and clothed thew when
naked, and they never forgothiskindness. Though
living antong them during all the Indian troubles i
this country, neither he nor his fawmily were ever
harmed, and when he died in 1535 they gave his
widow ten thousand dollars. Fer several vearsaliter
the death of Col. . lurge numbers of them used
to travel on fout from their villages on the etherside
of the Misissippi to Gratiot's Grove, more than one
hundred miles, to visit his widow and look upon his
{nll-length portrait, which they called his * Sgirit.'—
They would all surround the portruit and some one
of the number selected s: Ortor would make
a tulk to the *Spirit’ of the Red Muan’s friend, and
big tears would roll dewn the bronzed und swarthy
chieeks of those rude sons of the forest. DBur the
tribe is fast fulling off— Whirling Thunder,” * Spot.
ted Arm. * Broken Shoulder,” and other renowned
chiefs of this * noble race and brave' are uo more,
and soon they will all disappear:
