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Although the fact doe* not «ecm to be very gen¬

erally tpprthmded, it is a fact, nevertheless that
the Legislature of New-York in now in session at

Albany, and has been since early in January..
How long it may continue so, we cannot judge;
some tell us it will adjourn about the middle of

April; others say, not till into May. Although we
prefer, other things being equal, an early adjourn-
ment, we trust onr law-makers will not consider
this of bo much importance as to justify them in
leavingtheir work half done. Let them.finish op
their business as early as they please, arid adjourn;
but if they disperse leaving half the important
topics which have demanded their attention undis¬
posed of 'for want of time;' we shall say they have
made a miserable fist of it. But if they meet eve¬

ry issue fairly and squarely, and act definitively on

every important subject brought before them, we
shall aot complain of a lor.? session, though they
do not adjourn till the middle of May.

First in iraportance among the subjects before
them is that ofa Revision of Che State Constitution.
We know that there are honest differences of opin¬
ion respecting the mode, but there are none, so fai
as we have learned, as to the end. That o:ir Con¬

stitution might and should be so amended as to

dirrurnsh our Town and CountyEirpenses, surrender
?o the People of the several Counties the power to

choose many officers now selected for them at AI-

bady, diminish the absorbing powere of Chancery
and the expenses and delays of Litigation, seems to

be very gertemlly conceded. That it is greatly de¬

sirable that power should be takenfrom little cabals
and juntos and restored to the People, by dividing
the State fairly into thirty-two Senatorial and one

hundred and twenty-eight Assembly Districts, each
chosäng a single Senator orAssemblyman, we have
not seen denied. That an abolition of the last
vestige ofProperty Qualification for Suffrage still
retained in but Constitution is demanded alike by
the spirit of our institutions and of the age, would
seem sell-evident. That the Slate might save a large
sum by choosing and assembling its Legislature
every other instead of every year, aa several States
nsw do, is palpable enough. Finally, that all these
reforms can only with reason be expected from a

State Convention, is becoming daily more apparent.
The legislature has other duties, and is elected
with a view to other responsibilities. It is rarely or

nevercomposed ofihe men wh«m the People would
select to make or alter their frame of Government.
It has neither the time p or the organization which
would be required to remodel wisely and eafely the
Chartby which legislatures are to be guided. We
do not know an instance cn record of a thorough
and beneficial Constitutional Reform effected
through Legislative enactments.
For years this matter of fundamental Reform has

been agitated, but with no decisive action. What
we ask of this legislature is a fair concession to or

trank denial of the demand for a Convention. A
denial will only postpone the triumph of thorough
Reform one year.
. The subject of enacting legal penalties for Sc-

duction and Adultery is another which demands
explicit action. We will not argue the merits of
the question, einee all we nor/ ask is action upon it

in some way. Year after year have thousands pe¬
titioned our Legislature to denounce some penalty
against the favorite crimes of wealthy, fashionable,
powerful scoundrels, as well as against the petty
rogueries of hungry, barefoot rascals, who must
steal or starve. Year after year have they obtained
a'fl lining Report in favor of the justice of their de¬
mand, and that has been the end of it. P ome old
profligate makes a flippant speech ridiculing and in¬
sulting the petitioners, and there the matter is suf¬
fered to drop. Gentlemen of the Legislature! we

warn you that this farce may be played too often!
3f you have sober reasons to give for refusing to le¬

gislate on the subject, let us have them; if the re¬

ported bill seems to you objectionable, amend it to

your taste, but do not again shirk the vote! Let us

see who are for and who against placing the liber¬
tine under the ban of the law. Give us decisive
action, and the Yeas and Nays!
* . Tho License Question also demands manly
trea.ruent. The People ask to be allowed to de¬
cide by a direct vote unembarrassed by party poli¬
tics, whether they will or will not have Intoxica¬
ting Liquors sold in their several Towns and Coun¬
ties. They have a right to demand this.at nny
rate, to demand your decisive action upon it. Our

plan is to abandon the License system altogether,
interpose no legal impediment to. rum-Eelling, but
simply oblige every man who docs Bell to give good
beads to the County that he will pay his share of
the expensH'H incurred in supporting paupers who
have become such through the sale of Intoxicating
Liquors. It seems to us that no fa*<r liquor-dealei
eonld object to this. He ought not to ask thost
who derive no profit from his bitsiness to bear it:

ceremonies. Halfan hour afterwards these men

were exhibiting affidavits against each other's char¬
acter, and of couree in favor of each one's own

character. They all happened to be after ihe same
office.
The pickpockets too are busy here pushing their

claims to public favor and emolument. One of the
best things in their line which 1 have heard of
recently happened a day or two since. An Oflice
Seeker had. arrived in me city, with a large pocket
book full of letC'Tsofrecommendation from various
gentlemen of distinction in his neighborhood. This
was stolen from hun by one of the light fingered
gentry, no doubt under the impression that it con¬
tained some money i a mistake which ought to

have him turned out of the craft. This was truly
filching from the oflice seeker his fair name-

when the thief stole tho pocket book he took that
which did not enrich him, though it made his neigh¬
bor poor indetd. The pickpocket may now turn
round und trade on borrowed capital.
This city is a great political Lazar-house, now,

as it ever has been. The hotel keepers would do
pretty well if all who come here could only succeed
m getting offices. But many ofthem must of course

!»e disappointed, ns there are many candidates for
'ivery office in the gift of the Government. Those
who arc disappointed have wasted their substance
in riotous living. They have treated every person
who could be at all supposed to have any influence
with the powers that be. They have built all their
hopes ofpaying their expenses on the offices which
they intended to secure, and now they cannot be
obtained. The consequences are that their hotel
and liquor bills cannot be paid. This has suggested
the idea to some benevolent persons of founding n
National Asylum for Office Seekers, where all
shall tarry till their hopes are either realized or

blighted. It could be supported by a per centage
from the profits of the successful candidates.
Another fire occutred in this city yesterday, in

Missouri-av. near Fourth-nnd-half-st." but it was

got under without much difficulty. It occurred
in the house adjoining that in which Senators
Morehead of Kentucky, Simmons of I? hode-Island
and Woodbridge of Michigan have rooms. 'No
damuge, however, was done except to the house in
which it originated.
The National Theatre, which was burned a few

nights since, was fully insured the night before the
fire occurred. The Loco-Foco ball was thought
to be rather a combustible kind of occupant, and
the proprietor had it insured for that night. The
Policy of insurance extended from 12 o'clock, noon,
on Tuesday, till the same hour on Wednesday..
The fire occurred on Wednesday evening at 8
o'clock. Had the fire- occurred eight or nine hours
earlier, the loss would have fallen on the Insurance
Offices. As it was it fell on the proprietor. A
number of the friends of the Empire Club of New-
York are boasting of the services which they ren¬

dered in saving the Globe office. Many supposed
that it would neve been as Democratic to have
saved some of the poor families who lost every
thing by the fire. It may be that they worked hard
also to save other houses, but the boast is that they
saved the Globe office.the poor people's little
buildings were not saved. The Globe returns
thanks to the Empires. The poor people of course
have nothing to be thankful for.

Late from Western Africa.
We are indebted to Cant. W. McLennan, of the

brig Chipola, at this port from Monrovia, Liberia,
for a file of the "Liberia Herald" up to the 24th of

Jannary, from which we gather a few items.
Trie Colonial Legislature commenced its session

on the 6th ofJanuary, and closed on the 18ih ofthat
month.. The Governor's Annual Message is pub¬
lished in the Herald, and is a very wellwritten doc¬
ument. Some time last year certain property,
owned by the captain of a British brig, was landed
in Grand Bassa County, contrary to the maratime
regulations of the Colony, and it was seized by the
authorities. This gave rise to a correspondence
between the Colonial authorities and British Naval
Officers on the coast, involving questions of consi¬
derable importance, relative to the right of juris-
diction over certain territory in the County ol

Grand Bassa, commonly known as Grand Bassa
Point. Gov. Roberts argnes the matter with great
ability and at much length. j
The Governor says in his Message that the affairs

of the Commonwealth are, in allimportaut respects,
in a profpjrcus condition.
A Actorj-for the purchase of slaves had been es¬

tablished in the vicinity of Monrovia, but it wa3
broken up by the authorities.
The emigrants that left Baltimore in the brig

Chipola fr>r the old colonv and Cape Palmas, arri¬
ved at Monrovia in safety. _

Those for Liberia
proper, sent by the Pennsylvania Colonization So¬
ciety, were to be settled at Bexley.
Rev. Mr. Appleby and the Rev. Mr. Perkins,

and their wives, arrived ar Monrovia on the 11th of
January, in the bark California, on their way to

Cape Paimas, where they will join the Episcopal
Mission.
Dr. S. F. McGill, Colonial Physician of Mary¬

land in Liberia, was married in Monrovia, on die
18th of December, to Miss Elizabeth Devany of
that place.
The natives of the Gaboon River had sent a

petition to the Queen of Great Britain imploring
the protection other Government against the injus¬
tice and avvrice of the French. The causes which
led to this petition arc stated in the subjoined para¬
graph, copied from the Herald:
for a long time a large number of French and English

vessels has visited this rlTcr for the purchase ofivory, gum,
wax, and bsxwood, ofwhich articles a large qnanttty isc .!-
It : .: there. Recently American vessels have found the

way there, and have gone largely Into the business. The

vessels of .-ill nations have been admitted on equal footing,
.no preferences given or partialities shown to any except
when prompted by sureiiority or cheapness of goods. In

consequence of the increasing number of vessels visiting
the place, a strong competition has sprung up. This the

French dJU not relish, and fo prevent It attempted to pur-
purchnsc the river, which would of course give them the

right to exclude compelltlon. Every offer to purcna>e was
met by the natives with a Ann but respectful refusal to-

sell. The French, however, determined not to be outdone,
have. It appears, effected by finesse what fair and open ef¬
fort* failed to accomplish, and the natives' land, the gift of

heaven to their ancestors, has been wrested from them,
and they subjected to a foreign rule.

Loctsiana..An erroneous idea has obtained
abroad, with regard to the provision adopted iiy the
Convention now in session in this State, for the
formation of a Constitution, concerning the exer¬
cise of the elective franchise by naturalized citizens.
The provision does not, as seems to be supposed,
make a discrimination between native-born and
adopted citizens. All citizens are placed precisely
on the same footing. A residence in the State of
two years, and a citizenship in Ihe United States of
two years, form the sole limitation on the electoral
privileg-e. In the case of persons who are citizens
of the United States at the time of their arrival here,
the computation of the term of residence required
begins, of couse. at the moment of their entry into
the State. In the case of persons who emigrate
hither as aliens, the computation of residence be¬
gins when they become citizens. [N. O. Bee.
