for consideration of great importance, end well
deserving of mature and dispassionate considera-
tion. 1t would also be satistactory, and probably
useful, to see correct and comparative stutements
of the expenses of an estate during slavery and
{reedom 3 for inetence, what were the expenses of
an estate that made 100 hogsheads during slavery,
and what are the expenses of the same now;
muking the same quantity of sugar? Such and
sisnilar inquiries wonld eslighten, and lead to far
different results than the mischief and ill-feeling
which are created by the dogmatism and gratu-
tous railing which we so frequently hear in conver-
sations and discussions relating to the stete of the
laland. It is certainly consolatory to reflect, that
whatever may have been the fate of fome other
Islands, the average crop of Antiguz has net dimin-
shed sines emancipation, although she has had to
strive azainst the disastrons effects of an unprece-
dented physieal evil which the others in a great
measure esceped.  The prospect at present for next
year is exceedingly favorabls, and with a continu-
anca of seasonable weather, end the blessing of
God upon our ugricultural exertions, the ensuing
crop is likely to ke na large aa the present.
