soil. The speech did not excite much discussion,
the opposition allowing the very pointed rebuke
they received to pass over, without an effort at de¬
fence. Lord John Russell wancaptious rather than
opposing.contenting tiimsell wilh 1 small insinua¬
tions* rather than combating ihe direct attack on

his administration, made by Sir Robert in the

speech, in reference to ihe deficiency in the Reve¬
nue. He sulkily reminded the Head of the Min¬
istry thai many of.the proposed measures had otigi-
nated with ihe Whigs, and when brought forward
by them had mel with the strong opposition of the
very men who were now prepared to bring them
into actual operation. Indeed, the unfortunate ef¬
fort made by Lord John to r..i~e a show of op| osi-

tion by stirting up the Free Trade, Anti-Slavery,
and Anti-Corn Law advocates, it.is b en generally
regarded bs proving the want of any concerted plan
of opposition for the present session. This gives
strong grounds of hope to all the liberal minded
politicians thai Sir Robert will have anoppoitunity
of gi tting into working order the machinery which
he hasset up at much sacrifice of popularity with
his own party, even 'o ihe loss of one of the most

He seems to
have shaken off the trammels of party, and to act
indi pendently for the good of the whole. Nor can
his party help themselves: they dttre not \ote
against them, lest they should be put to the incon¬
venience of a dissolution, or possibly of a resigna¬
tion, in which latter case they would loseiterv
place of influence, which they now possess as the
strong party Tue virulence of patty spirit h.ts.

When asked to
afford some aid, lie replied thatit was not easy to
find out a tax, me repeal of which would benefil
the Agricultural interest!
Such is the budget, and it is only necessary to

add that Sir Robert has carried his resolution for
tl e extension ot the Income Tax for the next three
years, by a m-ijority of 20S rttain.-t the amendmenl
ufthe Oi'.pcsittoti !* 1 have endeavored to give you
the principal items cf il, jis succinctly as possible,
without mixing up any oi ibe debate thereon.
