e M‘ SeLnEx's Sreecu has thrown the Na-
tive camp into convulsions. For months, the Cor-
poration functionaries und emissaries, backed by
the Harper journals witich still teke the nume of
‘Whig in vain, have been coaxing and pleading for
Whig votes. ‘ Why shauldn't you all vote for
Harper and the reat of us '—yon know there iz only
a wminal difference between us—why let the
Loco-Focos trivmph for & name ' It was in vain
that the Whig purty has repeatedly and formally
disclaimed Nativism—our volonteer cousing, {want-
ing to use us,) insist on sticking to us like bnrre.
But Mr. Selden, following the lead of the Whiz
General Committes, Lias deliberately and feariessly
declared to them that the Whig party does not sym-
pathize with Nativism—ihat we are utterly ut va-
riance, and 8o must remain. - Now I=t those who
are beat on an anti-lmmigrant, anti-Catholic cru-
sade come out openly for Harper, and not work
for hun in & skulking, vnderhand fashion, while
pretending to support the wWhiz candidates. The
Whigs of this city have definitively taken ground
in hostility to the Nafive movement. Let each
voter choose his side and manfully avow it. There
can be no union nor cempromise between Whig-
gery and Nativism. Thousands of inflexible Whigs,
defranded once too often, imperatively forbid the
banns. There is no concord between the two par-
ties—there can be nothing but antagonism, uatil, in
a fairstruggle, one goes to the wall.

A little while ago, Anncxution was repre-
sented by them as o perfectly safe and peaceful
proceeding: Mexico s caring nothing about it and
not daring to utter her hostility it she even ventured
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to feel any. England wasrepresented as the only
dissatisfied power—and an't we Yankees able and
willing to flog the British at any time and for any
cause whateverl Ofcourse we ure ; g0 Hurrah for
Texas '—Butsuddealy the tune is changed. Though
it is known that England is most anxious (for her
own sake, doubtless,) to ivoid all collision with us

though she wrges a reference of our Oregon dil-
ference to any impartial arbiter we my choose, and
is doing her best to goften the wrath of Mexico and
prevent an outbreuk, still the Annexationisis begin
toadmit that we are likely to have tronble witl
Mexico.

Here is a fuir specimen of Annexation logic und
morality. *True, Mexico may confiscate the pro-
perty of our citizens within her reach ; butcan't we
plunder the Churches and dwellings of her capital
inreturn ' Yes, sir, we may (and may not.) But
if we could, how many human beings must we
butcher to reach that *money enough in the City
of Mexico? How many thousund ankles must be
shattered with grape-shot 1 How many new-mude
widows and orphans must be driven out by night
from their burniog dwellings to fall the victims of
exposure, or lust, or famine? Iow much human
blood must purchase for us cach ounce of the
Mexican gold 1 And remember that this blood will
not all be Mexican.

We hope Mexico will not resort to such mensures
aa the Cowrrier des Etats Unis anticipates, but it 1«
nevertheless true that we have made war ypon her,
Mexico and the present musters of Texas are en-
gaged in deadly war, and we, by annexing Texas,
volantarily engage in thut war ss w principal.
Texas is merged in the Union, and her war is the
war of the Union. We bind ourselves te finish it,
and to beat back any Mexican force which shall
attempl to prosecute the war. Nay, more: we
are now, according to the claim of Texas and the
Map published by Congress, the lawful swners of
the province and city of Sunta Fé, which have
Dbeen integral portinns of Mexico for more than two
bundred years, and have never seen the waving of
a flag a3 a symbol of anthonty other than the
Spanish and Mexican banners.  This province, il
the Texns claim of the Rio del Norte as owr
beundary be persisted 1w, we must atlack and
subjugate by force of arms, even should Mexico
desire to be nt peace with us.  We must drive ou
her authonitics and her luws, and compel her peo
ple to become citizens of the United States. s
this consistent with peace and friendship?  And
even should we offer 10 abate something of the
modest Texan claim to a full third of her Territory,
leaving her Santa Fé and the whole region of the
Rio del Noite, how shall she put faith in our
Treaty stipulations? The very next shoal of
demlm_gneu who seek tosexcite and perveit our
people in onder to win an election may insist that
the Rio del Norte is our proper boundary under the
Treaty of 1808, and that our Governmeut hud no
right fo cede any Territory: crgo, we will *re-
annex” all of Mexico lying this side of the del
Norte. Will they not huve a National preeedent
anc sanction for their conrze T We atlirm it as
our pesilive conviction, founded on carcful ob.
servation at wlﬂllmslon and elrewhere, that the
masier-spinis in the Annexation gawe do not mican
to stop at the Rio del Norte ; but expect to find or
make a speedy pretext for *reannexing® Durange,
Sonora, California, and so on.  Unless the Ameri-
can People intepose a veto on sggression and roh-
bery, we apprehend the doom of Mexico is sealed,
and that there will not long be * money enongh® iu
her Churches and Pelaces.

For the present, however, we apprehend greater
evil from Mexican mobs than from the Mexican
Government. We fear the indignation of the g
norant and barbarous popslace of the Mexican
Cities will burst in fury on the heads of our defence-
less countrymen residing there, to the destruction
of their property and their lives. Frow the Gor-
emment, we would rather expect u declaration of
non-intercourse with us, and perhaps an order that
immigrants from the United States should take the
oath of allegiance or leave the Country. The fate
of Texas will compel Mexico to lock sharp ufter
