RECENT IMPROVEMENTS IN THE USEFUL ARTS,

PA'lENTED IN THE V. 8.

From the " Report of the Commissioner of Pa¬
tents" vve bave already extracted a [»onion of the
Intioduciory r»*port of its zealous and indefatigable
author, Hon. II. L. Ellsworth, and we now pro¬
ceed lo lay before our readers an abstract of some

of the most important and interesting improve-
menu in the: Urrfu.1 Arts, mad« during the past year,
as we fii.-f tb<*m brought together in the appended
reports «if Messrs C. M. Klxler and G. C. Pagh.
1 i-t-iüiiiiers in the Art«.' We propose on a future
ocoasion to condense the valuable Agricultural in-
formation contained in the main body of the Ite-
port.
In MifTAMXTtoY a new apparatus for washing

gold from its impurities has been introduced, sub¬
jecting it to both a horizontal and a vertical current

of water, by means of a series of sieves in a water-
tank. Th»: much more important metal of iron has
had i!s smelting facilitated |>y using its escaping
gases, mixer] v.iih nir, asa fuel. In this way ali
the gii«».?, instead of escaping a« heretofore, are

consuim-d in the immediate neighborhood of th'-
iron where the heat is required, and the oxygen of
the atmospheric air is not permitted to act injuri¬
eras,*» upon the iron whilst heating it. A patent has
a!.««i been granted for the manufacture of malleable
iron din ctly from the ore.

"A variety of simple and compound substances
have heretofore beeu mixed with iron in the melted
stair, with the view of mure effectually separating
llic impurities, und producing a more highly refined
metal ; und a.» a modification of these processes,
another patent has Intrly keen granted for mixing
with the melted iron, in ihe process of puddling, a
roinpoiinil of sulphur and a nitrate with borax, so-

tl.i, or potash sod aliiin. broken in smull lumps, and
introduced^below the surface of the melted iron;
the proportions to be varied, if the irou is intended
for the manufacturé ofsteel."
A new application of electricity, an element with

which »ve are so rapidly becoming so familiar, has
been made to the manufacture of iron ! The in-
rri'iirn consists in subjecting the iron whilst in a

Huid slate, and also whilst in the act of congealing
or solidifying, which is caused to traverse as com¬

pletely as possible throughout the entire metallic
nu«ij. The full specification is given in the Re¬
port.
On «Ctrl-', Mr. Keller makes suagestioiis worthy of

attention, lie rays:
" In the manufacture of steel, which has thus far

made very little* progress on this side the Atlantic,
but little lins been done by our countrymen ; and 1
fear that the prevalent idea, current in Knglund as

»veil as this country.that the best qualities of steel
cud only be mule from Swedish iron.tends in a

great measure to retard enterprise, und consequently
improvements in this branch of metallurgy. It is

iliiikult to comprehend why a notion, unaustaineil
by «sound reason, should have aiiaiued eo much pre¬
valence us ihis. í»cienc<* clearly indicates that to
obtain the best quality of steel, requires iron in its
pure.«! suite ; ana to obtain this latter, requires skill
u-il experience.these being the only impediments
to the manufacture ofgood »teel ; and possessed, as

we are. «if nearly every variety of iron, ao good
reason ein he n«.»it,ned why »vr should nut success¬

fully overcome ihis prejudice."
In the working of blacksmiths'' forges, the ac¬

cumulation of cinder is a matter of much incon¬
venience-1, particularly where large masses of iron
ore worked The accumulation of cinder has fre
queniry to be removed, which not only consumes

murh time, but disturb.» the fire. " Tonvoid this in¬
convenience, an improvement has been patented,
winch consists simply in making the hearth of the
forge to slide up mid down in n sink or well, so thai
nt every fresh charge of coal the hearth descendu
a short dis-tance with the cinder on it ; Hnd when
Ihe earth reaches the bottom of the sink or well,
the »»hole of ihe cinder is removed through a hole
in the bottom, and the hearth is forced up to the
lop t<« recommence."
The forging of blacksmiths' anvils, the riveting of

boiler plate*, the nia-inj butt-hinges of cast or

wrought iron, NutV-tnarAinrs, ¿cc. have also been
subjects of patented improvements.

In the department of Fibrous aKi» Tkxtii.e Sra-
STAXes*», improvements have been made in CVffon-

gins, in wool-combing and in cleaning the cards..
The important work of preparing the fibres of hemp,
particularly in the West, seems to labor under many
disadvantages in the ignorance of ihe inventors,
who rediiwov« old processes. Mr. Keller suggests
the diffusion among them of scientific information
from lh«- Patent Office.

la England, processes have been patented for
rendering Cotton fabrics repellant to »vater ; and
for coating cloths, leather, J¿C« with metal, by gal¬
vanic ineaii*. The specifications are given in the
Report.
A machine lately patented fot making Tus.\in

Braid, for ingenuity and beauty of mechanical ar¬

rangement is worthy of the highest commendation.
Aller ihe pieces of Straw have been deposited in a

box, the »»'hole operation of taking each separata
piece, introducing, bending it over, trimming oñ
the surplus, and transferring and retrausfertmg the
pincers or nippers by »vhichthe piecesare held, and
the completed braid delivered, is carried on wiih
ilie most beautiful regularity, without the hand of
an attendant.

In the depa. .nent of Steam IàotLKRs and Fur¬
nace-., 5" the patents lately granted indicate '.he
spread of science ; for we find that the contrivances
are made \» iih a view to meet the demands pointed
out by philosophic investigations ; they are for
tnitf'e». of regulating the admission of atmospheric
air, to commingle and combine with the gases
evolved from the coals on the grate, nud to evolve
the greifest amount oí caloric in such parts of ihe
flues as will heat the largest surface ; for regulating
»he admission of air to the coals on the grate-bars,
«nd to regulate the quantity to be supplied to the de»
niHaids of the coals; for either more or less than
'«ie exact sum is injurious."
"As lh»- hight and condition of water in steam-

boilers are of the first importance as a question of
.airly, anv reasonable suggestion on this subject
tans: be 'n-.terrsting to the public at large, and par-
'«icuUHy so to ili(»se who construct and manage
«eaat-engij^.j. The employment of a separate or

"An improvement han beenpropost-ri and paient-
id for a new mode ol' culling anil rigging the tads
of square-rigged vec5e-|ç) by making them in two

partis, ''ach hail" exteno'ng from the mast 10 the
end of the yards. They are hung lo the upper
yards hy rings ihai t-iide on a rod called a 'jack-
yard,' at'.achedto the middle and end . f the vard,
and are «-eland furled by mt-.ii! of out-and-in baul¬
ero. By this arrangement it is alleged that a ves¬

sel can be worked with greater ease, and will sail
nearer ihe wind, than by the mode now practised."
When the Boston people next have ccca-ion it

cut a steamer out of their ice-bound harbor, they
may profit by the following improvement on the
usual mode of adap'ing saws ¿nd hammers to the
bow of a boat propelled by steam, by means of
which the ice is to be cut into strips, and then
broken into small blocks, and thes» blocks pushed
to each side of ihe boat by guards placed at ihe
bow, and back of th« breakers. "A patent hat-
been granted for so modifying the form and ar¬

rangement of lii»-»* guards as to depress tue blocks
of ice below th*- surface, and push them under
ihe surrounding ice, and thus leave the channel
clear, by a combination of inclined planet-."
" Various devices have been resorted to, to im¬

prove the harpoon used by whalers; and, aimms

others, it was proposed, some \ ears aro, to enclose
within ihe harpoon a vessel containing prussic acid
which, on striking, would be diffused, and thus kiil
.he wimle. Asiin improvement on this, a patrol
has bee-n granted for fi'iing a butt!« r.f explosive
mixture wtthin the flake ol the harpoon, which is
joined to the ttcm or handle, s., that the pull of the
whale will open the fluke ana explode ihe mixture."

Im Hydraulic Ev. i.-.erring, the chief inven-
lions have btten floating platforms for br.dges, «fcc,
hollow iron piles sunk by exhausting the air from
their interior; iron light-houses on iron files;
screw moorings; and M. Thenard's Bartagtt mo¬

biles, ordains lor shallow rivers, which can be re¬

moved at will ; and which a scientific friend, who
examined the system in Paris, thinks of great value
to the improvement of cur many rivers which are

too shallow for navigation during some months ol
the year.
"The serious accidents that have occurred on

railroads, by the use of switches to guide ihe
cats Ifom one track to another, has, fiom the com«
menceinent, occupied the serious attention of engi
neers and oiliers, without any decided beneficial
result. All the pi ins heretofore» suggested wer.
either impracticable, or would no: prevent accidents
if not properly shifted by the atiendanlt. l'ut an

improvement winch presents decided advantages,
has been patented and fully tested on the Reading
railroad. It consists¿n ihe employment of two par¬
allel bars attached to, and moving with, the switch:
so that, when the switch has been shifted and pin
in connection with the turn-out rails, they are in

line with the rails of ihe main track : and, in the
event of neglect on the pan ol the attendant to re¬

place ihe switch, a or from the main track will
run on to ihese parallel bars, which are, at their
fixed end, connected will», the main irack by mean1»
of inclined pluies anil guides, so arranged as to
eluvate the flaiich ol lli<* wheels (which are out.-ide
the track) over ihe rail, and guide the whole ol
"hem to Hi» hne ol the track, and thus prevent ihe
cars from running off."
"As a means of preventing accidents from

"«make heads," or the end«: of rails thrown up oui
of the proper line, a paient has been granted foi

back wheels, which strike the " snake lit ¡ids," ant

»Metal roofs and fire-proof ceilings have also been

unproved and patented.
"As a means of dispensing wi'h the weight ol

the saw-gate in saw-mills, which isconsideied ob-
jirclionabltf, the saw has been attached to a sliding
block at top and b'tttorn, and therefore depending
upon its siifiness, instead of the tension given to n

by screws when applied in a gate. To combine
ih? advantages of boih methods, a patent has been
grunted for "straining" ihe saw, (as it is termed in
technical language,) without the use of u gate. l»\
attaching a piston to each slide ; the two piston*
xeotking in appropriate cylinders connected to¬

gether by r. steam pipe, so as to use the elastic force
of Steam to strain ihr saw. The elastic fore*' of
the steam does not impede the motion.as it ise,tial
oh both pistons, and Hurt fore balanced "

" Several patents Ii ive been granted for various
modes of arranging the bend and tail blocks ol
saw-mills, to render them sclf-setting The greai
variety <>f devices far.this purpose, which have tn-en

patented and an- in publie too, is matter of aston¬

ishment, and is evidence of the great resources ol
mechanical ingenuity "

Our Corporation might profitably turn their at¬

tention to a new street-sweeping machine, patented
.luring the present year and seemingly of much
merit. Il consists of a sel i f curved brooms, that
are moved around a -liafi horizontally, nnd carry
the dirt to ont side of the street, and then rise up
m deposit it in rvindrenrs. The mechanism ofthe
moving parts is ingenious and simple, und not liable
to be deranged.

Is Plows, several important improvements have
been made during the year but lhey are chief!)
for modes of fastening and so fining ihe points and
shares, that, in case of wear or injury, they can be

easily replaced by ihe farmer himself. It is a ques¬
tion, perhaps, yet to be decided, whether cast-iron
plows are more economical lo ihe farmer than the
plows with cast-iron mould boards nnd wrought
shares and points.
"A promising improvement has been made in the

cram cradle, by making the teeih of hollow metal,
tilling them up « it.t wood sufficiently far to insure

strength. The tee'h glide very easily through the
grain, and are not liable to the objection of warp¬
ing and sticking where the grain is wet, as is the
case wilh woodeu teeth."

lu Chemistry one of the mos: interesting patent«
consists in the substitution of a coaling of silver
for an amalgam oi tin and mercury in the pnpara-
tion ol looking glasses.
" In the old process for silvering, or rather coat¬

ing mirrors, an ainaigaiu of tin nut! mercury is laid
ms)« ihe surface of clear plate glass ; an.i ihi.«
amalgaaTi, when freed from ihe merc-ryby pres¬
sure, cons'.iiutes the reflecting surl.ice. The ex¬

tensive tis-e oi mercury .n tins operation, renders n
extremely unhealthy : nnd the c»»ating thus formed
is liable to be defaced by chemical changes, as it

frequently witnessed in the s|»ots occurring u¡*on
the backs of minors 1:1« contended thai the neu
invention obviates these difficulties. The proces.«

As a subject
oí a-pet-jal inter» st, «nd one which has made gtx-at
advances Curing the ivas! year, we may ciie ¡he in¬
vention for manufacturing corrugated or shirred
India-rubber fabrics. By »his is understood that
species oi goods or fabric which is now in exten¬
sive use for suspenders, and all kinds of straps
where elasticity is a desirable propery The inven¬
tion mainly coûsisis m stretching tltfé_dî of India-
rubber to their utmost tension, or nearly so, and
enclosing these threads between two layers of
cloih of any kind, as tasie may dictate; the layers
of cloth are made to adhere firmly to the threads
by means of India-rubber cement, the whole being
passed between heavy rollers, to secure a perfect
union. As soon as the fabric has becorne firm and
dry, the india-rubber threads are allowed to con¬

tract, which draws the «loth into wrinkles ; and
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hr*nce the name rf etjrrugcted or shirred good«.
The material thcs pregaren, serve*! a crea! vane'}
o! purposes ; i= made into shoes or Érfippers, and is
introduced in every pax: of wuar.nç apparel.''
