They are
3 production of men eminent for wisdom and in-
wligence.* The human element appears in the
shuses, in the prejudices, in the vices of each gen-
sratisn’s and since those days perhaps fubulous of
the golden aze which the Poet claims as the stock
o his geneslogy, every generatiou has been much
pore exposed to the evil than to the good principle.
Tha unwritten code of Custom has hzd more force

explain why Socizties, ever seeking the good in

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CrLiMATE.—Agricuiturists and others whose pur-
suits are linble to bie affected by the influence of
climate, are not as generally aware as they ought
to be, that vegetation 1s as powerfully affected by
difference of elevation us by difference of latitude—
North or Sooth. On this point it 1s observed by
Johuson in 2 paper on the Agriculture of different
Countries: ** Vegetation in ascending above the
level of the sea undergoes modifications analsgous
to those which attend its progress from the line to
cither pole, with this distinction, that in the last
case, the phenomena succeed by almost impereep-
tible gradations, while they erowd upon and follow
each other in rapid succession on the ascent of
mountzins. The hight of 4,000 or 5,000 yards,
the hottest parts of the slobe, produces changes as
distinct as 2,000 leagues or more, whichlie between
the egquator and the poler regions. The three
clisses of these rapid changes all reappear within
this space, viz: Diminution of beat, dryness of the
air, and protracted duration of light. The bigher
we ascend theshallower the upper stratum of air
becomes: thence the exeessive cold utgreat hights.
The weight of the atmosphere, which,at the level o
the sen, supports & column of mereury equal to 28
inches, diniinishes us we gecend, so that at coneid-
erable elevations it will only support a column of
a considerably less hight—a power which gradually
diminishes as we ascend. A consequence of this
fuctis that the veporization of fuids takes place on
high mountaing at a very low degree of heat. Not-
withstanding this, howexver, 1le decrease of temper-
ature is o great that the ambient wir is very slightly
impregnuted with moisture.”

These factstesch those who are in pursuit of
healthy locations, thet there may be found in the
South as well 25 in the North—in South Carolina
and Georgin, as well 25 in Massachueelts and Ver-
mout, if the valetadinurian or land buyer in pursuit
of o residence will only climb the mountain sides a
few thousand feet instead of going as many hun-
dred miles North. There, too, he will find the
same staples to be cultivated, as hay, oats and po-
tatoes, instead of wheat and maize. Hence the
natural’ hubitatien for immizrants from Great Brit-
ain, and espeeially from Ireland und Scotland, 18 the
region of the mountsins running from Maryland to
Georgia. These in process of time must be the
growing pastures and sheep walks of this country.
At present all immigrants are drawn by the cenals
and the railroads, and ready-made guide booksinto
the dense forests end sickly prairies of the teeming
West.
