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THE LAW OF LIBEL IN THE STATE OF NEW-YORK.

IN SUPREME COURT—2Muy 15.
Sul:rsfaurz of the Clusing Argument of Mr. Ricaany
Cooren in support af the Demurrer, and in re-
Py to Mr. Sewann’s Defence.
[Reported fir The Tribune,]

Mr. Cooper in closing observed thut the ground
taken by defeadant’s counsel brought them up
ngainst a living wall of legal decisisns that had
heretofore been made in that Court, and which
thoroughly settled what wis to be hereailer regard-
ed as the luw of libel. He gaid that defendanit’s
conusel eulled on their Henors to reverse all their
former decisions—to renouuce the emror of their
ways, &e

Judge Bronson £:1d that he did not so understand
Mr. Seward ; the lattermerely wisied them to ke
different ground from what had been taken by some
of their predecessors, not to reverse any of their
own decisions.

Mr. Cooper went on to suy that the plea of the
defendunts that the declaration wus bad——and that
the matter conunted vn by plaintdi was not hbeloas,
WS EFTOneats.

Judge Bronsonw —Ii it wonld be bad on general
demurrer, Mr. Cooper, then 2 verdict would cer-
tainly cure.

Mr. Cooper was proceeding to combat this opinion
“of the Judge.

Judze Bronson,—If vonr deelaration would not
be good on general demurrer, tiien they are eatitled
to judgment.

Mr. Cooper.—Then I'm wrons
_Mr. C. then wenton to siy thal the next gues
tion for him to consider was, whether there really
was anything tu the declaration that would be bad
on general demurrer. He contended there was
not. He alzo gave kis definition of the office of an
inuendo. He contended that where we can get sl
the intent of @ purty through the langoace of his
publication, and where the article is libelous, itis
nol necessary 10 Make any averment in respect to
that intent.

B, he insisted, this publication complained
of is libelous ger ge, end therefore an action would
be good on demurrer.  He rélerred to 25th Wen-
dell, p. 621, Where an article is hibelous without
the innendo, then the inuendo must be rejected as
surplussage. i1 Stevens—Nisi Prius—p. 2240 —
Alsu 9 East, p. 93, We did not put ia the ingendo
beeawse the article was not libelows without ssen
inuendo 3 but merely to show the party how we in-
terpreted (g 1o avoid a difficulty that geeurred ona
former trizl, when the detendams cuﬁ[umrd that
they did notknow the ground we meant to take—nof
that there wasany legal weightin the objection,butit
produced an effeet. Now the words we rely onin
this hbel are these 1 “ Mr. Cooper will have to bring
his action to trial somewiicre ; he will notlike to
brisg it in New-Yorlk, lor we are known here; pur
in Ohgego, for he is known there,”  They contend
thut the ** being kuown of the two purties, means
the same thing in either place: that the one 1= hated
hecause he 15 known ; and hat the vther is loved
becuwuse he is known.  Now what is an iuuendo if
this be notone T ** 1le is known there I and there-
fore will not dare 10 sue us there ! What is the
reason?  Beeanse he (Cooper) is in bud repute
there. Now we contend thatthis isall sufficient on
general demurrer It meuns that he has a bad re-
putation from some bad conduet.

Judee Bronson.—Bur, Mr. Coaper, may it not
mean that he 15 nopopular o that place?

Mr. Cooper was proceeding to combat this view.

Judge Browson —Bat wouid it be fibelous to eay
that he 15 unpopular o Ots=zo Connty ! Does the
article mean uny thing more than that

Mr Cooper-—We contend that the repute relerred
toin the wnnendo is snch us conld be used agiinst
him on the trial of a libel sun

Judige Bronson.—There iz nothing about *repute’
in th= words ot the article complained of.

Mr. Cooper —No. DBut those words niust mean
spmething—that he has been guilty of some act
which cun be used nzainst bhun on the trial of a libel
suit; and that isthe *bad repute.”  That's what we
contend was meant by the detendants; und that we
contended i a fuir construetion of the libel.

Mr Conper then referred to the second count.
This the defendants contend was not hibelous,be-
enuse there was no posiave charge of inhumaniy ;
the charge is controlled by the contexi. Now i
this is so, then they should have Jrlendzd the gen-
eral issue¢ and gone to trial, and not attempted
Justification that the libel doez not mean what we
aver it does mean 1n their forinal averment.  For
this 1 contend isnot the place w uy the truth ol
that averinent. Again, they say that they have
made no charge that the plainull brought his var-
ous libel suits trom mercenary motives.  Butif we
take the words used above, without reference tao
the <nits meationed elsewhere, viz: that Mr. Weed
wonld contribute so much to the support of the
pl dutiffi—then 1 say that the article 1s hbelons as it
stands; it iscalentited to degrade the plainufi—io
represent him in a ndiculons and odicus ligh—to
represent him, in short, a8 2 dependent on Weed's
bounty. But we charge that the defendant meant
whil he said ; that we brought these hbel sups
sulriy to muke money by them. The only point
theréfore, on which there can be any room for
doubt is whether these suits were libel suits
ornet.  Weil, the defendunt has removed that
donbtin his plea; he has supplied thet faer.

be emphiatically ealled and Kuovin as *“ The Unin
States,” and the mhabitants as ** Amencans.™
Whilst the other conlederueies of States will be
culled and described as the United Stutes of Mexi-
ro, &c., and their nhabitints Mexicans, Perovi-
uwnsEy e, 3

It the great calamity of a dissolunion of the
Union should betel oz, no eominon name that we
wiight adopt would, that direful contingency, be
epplicuble to any of 1s disperecd purts. '

There would "be inuch, if not msuperalle diffi-
culty in the adoption of apy new nemne.  Besides
others, I am not sure tha it waould not excite,
with gome, the fnghtiul ajprehension of consolida-
tiomn.
