We have lnernlly complied with the terms proposed
by the United  States.  Although many etizens do teel
crent unehsiness on the subject of boundary, the resoly
vuns of our Congress and our ordinaces i Convention
yield thee settlement of that question to your fovern
ment, without restriction.  The boundary to the o del
Norte i uot only indispensatie to our satety and repose,
bt to the United States Government.  The old bounds
rv wae the Naeees, apd it s i within 30 moles of =an
Antonia.  ‘The distance these to the Riv del Norte va
vies trom two to three hundred mides, It s unsenicd
atil uncuitivated, except ioumedintely on the bank of that
viver.  And unless we ocoupy thiae riv LTS
cality for slaves West of the Colorndo, whi
comptry we have fur eotton, suger, the ardinary farmd
pursuite, and henlth combined. And beaides it is the wee
nan through which the Camanche alternately eomumits
vepredations on the Mexican and Texan frontiers, 1§
thiat avetiae s closed by the socupmtion ef our troops, i
confines them to the mountain, and gives protection
wlike to the Mexican and to ue. In wddition to this the
river gives n line that sy casily be defended, uod the
only one that ean protect and encourage trade.
