The faml
Iy mansion ulwuy s hns been famand for s hospitality -
how can he doprive it of that character 7 He has o
family who reqaire edacation and mu outfit in the
warld, and & thousand demands on his means which
the poor uever dream of. Suppose he wished 1o give
the land 10 the tenants, be could not honestly do it
But the Law suys it is his; his sonse of jostico says
it s bis, Lis iden of duty to his children construins
i 10 sssert his rights, which the whole power of
the State sands rendy wenforce.  The ront is very
moderate, and no higher that when the Innd was
worth not balf so mueh,  The wannts have alwuys
been treated with kinduess and forbearance by
his famity.

duet of this farm will vield less than £400 wonh, of
which twothirds 1s direetly consumed in the fani.
