Puritan church and its revival. The causes of both are

illustrated by incidents of various kinds, so us to present
vividly the contrast between the worldly and spiritual
mind. The scene is laid in the place of the author's

birth, and the narrative, although not very connected, is

interesting.
Abolition ok Militia Trainings..Nothing

marks more certainly, though quietly, the decline of the
war spirit among the great mass of our people, than their
unwillingness t<> continue the system ol militia drills.
It whs retained in Massachusetts by a few war spirit*,
until nearly ail men of sense became weary and uskaiu-
ed ofit; ami then the Legislature, in 1839, released from
military drills, all that had been liable to that service, and
provided a «um of 850,000 n year to be distributed, »t

the rate of S3 each, among any number of the old mi¬
litia, not exceeding 10,000, who voluntarily trained a

certain number of times every year. Still, even this
oder has not rallied in any year, more than 7,l»00 volun-
tcers : and the whole number, we believe, is constantly
diminishing.

Maine, in 1? 13 1, entirely abolished the system of mi¬
litia drills, repealing all her laws that required that use¬

less .«ervice, hut retaining the militia system, simply by
continued enrolment of all that would be bound at her
call to come forth for the support of her laws, or for the
defence of her soil.

Vermont, at the recent session of her Legislature, has
followed the example of Maine. She passed an act re¬

pealing all laws that heretolore required militia drills,
and substituted merely an enrolment, as for jury pur¬
poses, of nil that would, under the old system, have
been liable to militia ecrvice.

Arrival of the Steam-Propeller Massachusetts.

Cotton i:i demand, hut no Advance of Prices-
Grain Market still firm.

We are indebted to Harndeu &. Co. for the Lon-
don papers of the .-'Otb Oct. The 3ostou Traveller
of yesterday evening,says that the Massachusetts,
Capt. White, which left Liverpool fur New-York
on the -'id of October, put into Holmes' Hole on

Wednesday, in consequence of the sickness of the

Captain.
The Massachusetts encountered westerly winds

and severe weather; and on Tuesday afternoon she

ran on Sqaosh .Meadow Shoal, but was got off with¬
out damage. She hail -5; cabin passengers, and 104

in the steerage. The Traveller states that sue suited
from Holmes' Hole again this morning, as we iearn
from Col. Hatch, for New-York, under command of
iL B. Forbes. Esq. the owner. The passengers
landed and proceeded to New-Bedford.
The Holmes' Hole correspondentofthe Merchants'
Exchbngc states that " The Massachusetts, in com¬

ing over the Shoals, on Tuesday, struck on Nan-
tucket Point Rip, arid threw over about fifty bags
of salt, when she came off. At 5 P. M. she ran

ashore two miles to the eastward of Holmes' Hole,
on Squash Meadow Shoal, and alter discharging into

lighters, was got off without damage.'1
The money market in London had experienced a

chock, and was tending downwards on account of
the alleged misunderstanding between Sir Hoben
Peel arid the Duke of Wellington.

in the prices of most articles of trade, and in Wheat
and Flour a good amount of business had been
done on speculation. The arrivals at Liverpool for
the week ending Get. 90, amounted to 14,000 bbls.
of Canadian Flour, and 001)0 quarters of Wheat
from the United States.
Accounts of the state of trade in the manufactur¬

ing districts in England show a considerable failing
oil from the average amount of business. The un¬

expected decline is attributed to the unfavorable con¬

clusion of the harvest.
The mania lor Railway speculation in England

continued undiminished.
The Liverpool Standard states that a meeting of

the directors of the leading railway companies is
about to be held, for the purpose of considering the
best means of cheeking unhealthy speculation in
shares of questionable companies, and upholding
the character of those which are legitimate.

A New mechanical Principle.
.. On Monday week, a public trial oi" the Satelite,'

or ' Iron Slave," invented by J. A. Etzler, Esq., and
constructed by Mr. F. Atkins, of Bicester, lor the
Tropical Emigration Society, was made in the
neighborhood ef Bicester, Oxfordshire. The first
public display of this invention, which, at uo distant
period, will change the system oi agricultural labor,
especially in warm climates, and substitute iron

i slaves lor human slaves, excited a good deal ol" inter¬
est. The machine is intended lor agricultural pur-

, poses, such us plowing, sowing, reaping; also for
making canals, roads and tunnels. It is a frame of!

j iron, of lour feet wide, and twenty feet long, with a

shaft of seven feet long in front, and a shaft of six
! feet six inches loug behind, with two broad wheels,
and a steering-wheel on the extreme end. Ou the

j front shaft are feet similar to spokes of wheels, with
butlers on their extremities; these euter the ground
by ihe revolving of the shall. This is caused by a

long lever of twenty feet swinging backwards and
forwards on a spindle, and pulling alternatively two

levers of three feet in a box on two wheels, fixed lo

the shaft, similar to the capstau on the Great Britain
steamship.with the difference, that the motion can

be reversed, or the levers so placed, that they vir-
beaie, without touching the driving-wheel.

"

The
power to work this machine is communicated by
ropes, polling alternately on the lever-, these ropes,
at a distance of a hundred yards, were wound
around u double drum, and corresponding ropes rr.u

from the drum to a distance of a farther 120 yards,
to two cranks of a steam engine. By this trial a

new mechanical principle was established.namely,
the transition of power from a fixed point to u mov¬

ing point, going in arbitrary directions at the wiil of
one man at the steering-wheel, which was thought
impossible by scientific engineeers. By prolonging
or shortening the communicating ropes, the distance
from the prime mover to tlie machine traveling
around its satelite," can bo from twenty yards
to 1,000 yards in diameter.
