As to the rights of Landlords and Tenants on the

great Manors or Patents, we do not cure to fore-ial!

Our impression i» that the Landlords'
titles arc generally good ; and if so, we cannot see

why any should object to a thorough scrutiny of
them, open to all interested. The titles being pro
nounced good, we inaii-t as strenuously as any one

tliut they entmot he alienated except by the free dis¬

posal of the owners. But a man's right to possess
certain property is one thing, and his rieht to use it

ns be pleases is another, with which the State is con¬

stantly nnd righteously interfering. One man con¬

tract! to pay twenty per cent, interest.freely nnd

fa-rly.yet the Law invalidates the contract; an¬

other contracts to pay $500 in rnse bo loses a game
at cards, or a particular atock sells at a certain rut'-

six weeks hence; atid though the .contract' was n

perfectly fair one nnd the promisor abundantly able
to pay, yet the Law declines lb enforce the contract,

on the assumption that it contravenes sound Public
Policy or lends to itnpiiir Public Morals. On similar

grounds, wc believe the law which now screens the

great estate hol lers from the payment of any taxes

On Said estates or their Income* ibence derived ought
nt or.ee lo bo repealed, as tending directly nnd

strongly to disincltuo the Landlord* to sell, and thus

keep the Tenantry forever in vassalage. We be¬
lieve tbe Right of Distress on these Estates is essen¬

tially and historically a Feudal right, growing out of
the relation of lord and vassal, and not a Property
right, founded in the relation ol' Debtor and Creditor.
Jusi looli at its operation A. B. owes his landlord
a year's rent, and has no menns of paying it, until
C. D. lends him the money and the debt is paid. C
D. take:; n note of hum", payable six months ahead.
A jear afterward anotheryear's rent is due, and the
tenant (whose family 1ms been sick) is unable to

pny. The landlord is now entitled to eotue ou the

place, and sweep it clean of every thing for the pay¬
ment of his claim, though lie bus hud no trial, and
oilers o proofof its justice but the lease and his own
nflilavit The lender, though the justice of his ciaim
is freely confessed, and i: has passed through judg¬
ment ic. execution, has n<-such remedy, and can col¬
lect nothing. We do not consider this Equal .Ins
lice, and hope the Legislature will correct it.

'The contract of the tenants to pay so much
rent or annuity jut annum, provided the title be
good, is of coarse legally valid; but the stipulation
in some or most case* that they shall, in addition to
this, pay one quarter of the avails of their own im

provemcnts every time the land is transferred (which
it can be only to such person as the landlord ap-
ptTW es Mr. Van Scboonbovcn (a lawyer) pronounces
usurious. It certainly ami manifestly contravenes
sound policy, sinee it is the iuterest of the State that
every holder of land shall improve it to the utmost,

thereby increasing its productive and tax bearing
1 pwer. We express no opinion on the legal validi¬
ty of this stipulation, but we know that it has been
a source of great ami constant irritation, and we

hope to see it abandoned if not overthrown..So
much for Anti Rent, on m Inch we have never asked
or urged the Whig party to take any ground what¬
ever. But we do urge enlightened, generous, up¬
right. Christian men. of our party and of all parties,
to look thoroughly into this Landlord controversy,
see what is right and faithfully Uphold it. The
merits are not all upon the surface, nor is the whole
truth to be gathered from the slap dash assertions of
our great journals. A treatment very dirton ut from
their* is necessary to bring it to a speedy und bene¬
ficent conclusion.
.And now as to Texas and Slavery
The Courier pronounces our statement that-, by

Why. then, may wc not insist on such an ad¬
justment as Mr. Clay pronounces right and based on
the essential nature of Düng, j Why mav not
Northern men of all parties fairly ask for as good
terms as Mr. Clay, a Southern Slave holder, declares
us entitled to ? Depend upon it, wc thull ask tor such
terms, not merely thi* winter, but every time a new

Tbc Editor of the Tribune is foremost of alltbtncs

a man. owing duties to God. to Humanity, to his

Country, his own character and conviction*. He is

a Whig only in accordance with and subordination
to ah these duties. It to be ft Whig should ever re¬

quire him to countenance injustice or iniquity, to

cease to be devoted to the highest good of the whole

Human Race, to shut his ears to the groans of the

sutl'eririg or the cries of the oppressed, he must from
that moment cease to be a Whig. Hut there exists
no such necessity, and we trust never will. And,
a« tbe Whig party is truly described by the Cour¬

ier as embodied for and intent on NATIONAL objects
only, so has it nothing to do as a party with the

support or overthrow of the local scourge of Slave¬

ry: but every Whir has at least as good a rieht to

be hostile to Slavery a* in favor ofit While, there¬

fore, we never objected to Mr. Cloy that his convic¬

tions led him to tuke a different course on the Mis¬

souri Ciuestion and at a later period on Slavery gen¬
erally from that we must approve, and while we
concede to Messrs. Foster iand Milton Brown the

right to labor for the establishment and fortification
of Slavery in all Texas without impugning their

character ns Whigs, we claim for ourselves the

equal arid full right to oppnff such establishment
without detriment to our Whig Standing. The Na¬

tionality of the Whig; party can be maintained by
no one sided reciprocity.by no binding it in subser

viency to a local inslitntion which a large portion of
the party cannot regard with favor. Northern men

most be left as free to act up to their convictions as

Southern, or there is an end of our union. Such
was the "round strenuously maintained by Messrs.

Clay. Morehead and all the Whig Senators, when
Loco Focoism attempted to defeat the confirmation
ol Mr. Everett as Minister to England on account of
his anti-Slavery avowals. It is the true ground, and
mnst be mniniaiiied.
But the question has a still broader aspect in re-

spect to Texas. Slavery in South Carolina is a

local matter, but extending it under the protection
of our flag and our arms over the vast area of Texas

(not one-twentieth of which baa ever been sen by
a Slave, or soon would be but for Annexation,' is an

entirely different uffuir. By consenting to Annexa¬
tion on the terms of the Joint Resolutions, our Coun¬
try distinctly and clearly makes herself (not the
Southern States] responsible for Slavery.becomes
its propagator and shield. To talk of-'local inter¬
ests and local concerns' in reference to this question,
is to babble idly as n drunkard in his dreams. Ii is
a National question, which must fix the character
of the Nation in the eyes of the civilized world, and
render its pretence of zeal fur Universal Freedom
the seed of despots and nn offence in the sight of
God.
Now if this Texas question shall rrente hcart-

barnings between the North and South.if it de¬
range somewhat the regularity of the strata of par¬
ties.if it shell create to some extent a geographi¬
cal division of parties'.the fuult is not in the North
nnd the faithful upholders of her principles. Wc
stand on the defensive in nil this controversy, against
a scheme to subvert the established balance of power
between the Free and Slav,' States which we are

seeking to preserve or restore. Not we but our op¬

ponents have furnished the Abolitionists their new

and cogent answer to the old and once pertinent
inquiry.1 What has the North to do with Slavery ?'

And now. in view of the legalized kidnapping and
sale ol free citizens of Northern in the ports of South¬
ern States.the ignominious expulsion of the vener¬

able agent of Massachusetts from the soil of South
Carolina.the recent kidnapping of Ohioans on the
soil of that State and their continued detention nnd
trial by a Virginia Court.we feel bound to say
frankly to the South that there must be a different
course pursued if wo are to remain one Party or one

People. There must be scope allowed to Liberty
as well as to Slavery, and the former must be es-

teemed at least equally National with the latter..
The South very properly refuses to be crowded or

dragOOied with respect to her peculiarities; she
must exhibit that deference which she su resolutely
claims. Is this asking too much '.
.With the correction of a single but extraordi¬

nary mistake of the Courier we close. It says:
.' T e Tribune has signified it* hostility to any Inter¬

ference with th.- existing Law for Naturalizing foreign¬
ers. icAifr the ft'attee .-fmrTu-iin organization is still main-
tained."
O no, no We are in favor of any change which

will tend to prevent fraudulent Naturalizations
note, but of new impediments to honest Naturaliza¬
tion never. We cannot agree to any extension of
the probation now required of Immigrants, provid¬
ed they Ik- worthy of Naturalization at ail.indeed,
we would prefer to see the term shortened as to

tbem.while the refugees from European prisons,
tbe incorrigibly ignorant, brutal, vicious, drunken
vagabonds, who dork over hither from Europe to

see what ohauce is here afforded for living without
industry, we would not make voters at alt.and the
same to like reprobates of borne-manufacture. Only-
show us a practical, feasible process by which
criminals ami dissipated outcasts canbe surely sepa¬
rated from the honest and industrious mass, and we
will favor the exclusion of the former from the Right
of Suffrage. We oppose no Electoral Reform, pro¬
vided it be founded on Character and not on Prop¬
erty, and be made applicable to all alike. But the
existence of a Native American party should no: in¬
fluence the action of Congress either one wav or the
other.

CONSTITUTIONALREFORM MEETING IN HOOSICK.
i'ursuant to public notice a meeting of the citizens of

Iloosick was held at the Phoenix Hotel, in Hiosick. on

Saturday evening, the loth iust. The meeting was called
irrespective of political parties, and the attendance was a

very general aud large one.
The object ot the meetinc was to take into considera¬

tion the Convention. State Constitution and cenera! re¬

form. It was organized by tbe appointment of G vnret

Van Hooskn. President Samuel Rurreli and Aaron
Sherwood. Vice Presidents, raid David S. McNamam,
Ksq. Secretary.
After the organization of the meeting, on motion of

I.yrnan Wilder. Lsq a Committee of nine persons was

appointed to dratt resolutions and suggestions for the
consideration of the meeting.
The following persons were appointed said Committee,

viz :.Lemuel Sherwood, David S. McNamara, (jarr« t

Van Moosen, UezekiahSMunscll, Jr., T. P. Hewjt. Harry
Puttison, Daniel C. Bratt, Jonathan Catmli, Lymari
Wilder.
The Committee retired, and upon cominc in, reported

the following resolutions and suggestions lor the con¬

sideration o? the meeting, viz :
Rcsnirrd. That we cordially approve of the law of the

last session ol the Legislature ot this State, submitrini;
the question ot calling a Convention to revise the Con".
stitution to the people ; that we are equally gratitii
with the affirmative response to that law; and th.it the
readiness with which tbe opportunity is embraced to
revise our Constitution implies a sense of pant wromts,
and existing evils, that require deep and thorough cor¬

rection.
Resolved, That the question of calling a Convention

should embrace the bigiiest motive to the best and purest
political organization: that party prejudices and par-
tialities sbou,.: be kept subordinate to patriotism and ra¬

tionality and that all classes of men ought diligently to

seek alter that which will prove best lor the common
interest

Risolnd, That nmong the objects to be embraced by
a modification and improvement of our Constitutional
Law, we are in favor o! the following, viz :

1st. A thorough organization arid improvement
judi'-ial system by which the administration of justice
would be rendered more efficient, and, consequently,
cheaper, and more expeditious.

2d. An abridgment of the Executive patronage, by
which the business of office making should be removed
from the Executive and seat ofLegislation, and restored
to the people, making most of the oltices elective thtit
are now tilled by appointments.

lid. An inhibition of the power of the Lexislatute to
contract debts tor Internal Improvements without a di¬
rect vote ol tbe people upon each appropriation.

4th A positive interdict of the power ol the Legisla¬
ture to loan tbe credit of the State to corporations,

bth. An unconditional restriction upon the power of
the Legislature to grunt charters to Banking or business
corporations without making the stockholders individu-
ally responsible- for the debts of the company.

Clin. An entire separation ol the judicial from the
Legislative powers of the State, (excepting in cuses ol

imprisonment)
j "th. An extensien of the right of suffrage to every
male citizen of tbe State over 2] years ol ace (excepting
in cases ol insanity or disability tor crime )

8th. The eligibility of all male citizens ot proper age to

othce. irrespective ot profession or property qualification.
9th. Tbe division of tbe Stute into sincle Assembly

and Senate districts.
H>ih. The grant of legislative powers to Boards of

County Supervisors for certain and specific purposes
having relation to the local matters ot towns and itoun-
lies.

Tb<- Chairman of the Committee. Mr. Sherw.,od.
upon msking ibe report, succesred that tbe Committee
were not unanimous upon the dd and 5th propositions,
under the 3d resolution, and that Fotue of the members
of the Committee were not fully prepared to eudorn-
these propositions, but had consented to report them lor
the consideration of the meeting.
Hun. Lorenzo Sherwood ol" Madison county, being

present, was invited to address the meeting upon the
subject of the resolutions, with which invitation he com¬

plied, and entered into a discussion of the severul matters
presented by the Committee. In tin address of about
three hours, the speaker alluded to the origin as well as

tbe causes that had led to the Convention movement,
and illustrated the necessity of a revision of our funda¬
mental law as evidenced by the conduct of both political
parties during the successive administrations of our

Stute Government. He argued the necessity ofenlisting
the attention of the public in the reforms proposed, and
commended in tbe highest degree the anomalous rbar-
acter of a political meeting composed of the respec able
and inquiring citizens of a town, and coming together

j for the laudable and praiseworthy purposes of cool ami
ratioual deliberation. As one of the earliest advocates of
the Convention movement, and identified with its origin.
and with an intimate knowledge of the progress of the
question. Mr. Sherwood incceecVjd in throwing before
ihe meeting amass of information that could not fail to
enlist the interest of every one present. He seemed en-

tirely twin on the propagation of truth in relation to the
transactions of tbe past, and argued from premises
established, in ibe most forcible manner, tbe necessity
ot establishing by future guaranties and modifications of
lundamental law. tbe future security of the interests of
the State.
At the close of Mr. Sherwood's address, on motion of

Harry Pattison. Esq. the resolutions were ordered to be
printed and laid on tbe table for farther consideration
and discussion.
A motion was made and carried, that the proceedinrs

of the meeting, together with the resolutions, be pub¬
lished in the several papers of this coumr. and such
ether papers as should be pleased to copy ihe snme.

The hour getting to be late, on motion of Hezekiah
Munsell, Jr. the meeting whs a,! oomed to the 6tb d»v of
December next, at six o'clock P. M. at the same place.
AFFAIRS IN Boston..In tbe Common Council

on Friday evening, Mr. Heyden, from the Committee of
twelve to whom the subject had been referred, reported
that Messrs Fletcher and Curtis had been consulted, and
given an opinion that the Aldermen, the Mayor being
dead, can transact no public business, other than such
as is specially authorized by tbe City Charter, or some

act of the Legislature in addition thereto ; but that the
Common Council, being somewhat dirJ'e.-ently ereacized.
may transact such business as does not by law require
the concurrence of the Mayor and Aldermen. We be¬
lieve tbe annual election lor Mayor and other municipal
officers wiB be held on Monday next.

The Common Council have unanimously agreed to
have nothing to do with the project of obtaining water
from Spot Pond, but to submit the question of getting a
