terior and sea coast, for the purpose of exchanging their
old tire arms, aud to remain in the city, which hu the
appearance ofa m.oUry camp.the streets are crowded
with men dressed .n a variety of unitor ml.the din of
martial muaie. the ..'alter of horses' hoofs, and tfcc drag¬
ging of cannor. from one nart of the city to the other,
show that war is the only thing engaging their present
attention.

It was said by good authority that 15.000 meD from I'm-
South wem lojofil 12,00 men from the North, aud with
SOOO already despatched to be led by the President
in a desperate sttack on the Dominicans, a. soon as their
