The Public Lands.
Our regret that the House of Representatives re

fused to print the Memorial of the Natioual Reform-
era for a radical change in our Publie Land System,
haa already been expressed. That memorial, we

understand, was drawn up with great care and
force, and embodies propositions which will not be
treated with contempt when the People shnll have
heard and comprehended tliem. We regret this
slight the more, because the House is manifestly in
want of that very information which this memorial
would have supplied. Messrs. McConkkll of Ala.
and Johnson of Tenn. evidently suppose they are

acting in accordance with tho purpose ol" the Na-
tional Reformers in proposing lo make a gift of 160
acres of Public Lands in fee simple to every landless
citizen who will claim it. But they could not be
more utterly mistaken. The Reformers demand
that all monopoly of und speculation iu the
Lands yet Public shall be stopped, henceforth and
forever. Tbey do not ask merely that landless men
ofto-day may be provided with a Home, but that the
beat possible provision shall be tiiado for future gen¬
erations also. Now this proposal to give every
landless man 160 acres of Public Lund outright ami
leavo all the lands subject to unlimited speculation
and monopoly, would, if successful, afford a little
present gratification and possibly relief at the ex

pease of infinite miseries and privation in the future.
Nearly all the Landless are needy many of them
are improvident, not a few are d iaaipated. To offer
each a quarter section of Public Laud as a tree gift
with liberty to sell the fee simple to any one, would
be simply enabling the speculator to obtain at sec¬

ond-hand for a few dollars what now costs him
hundreds, and thus to monopolize Counties iastead
of Townships. All this ground has been gone over

once in the case of the Military Bounty Lands which
coat the soldiers an ample consideration in fatigue,
privation and blood, and were in good part sold by
them for a twentieth part of their value. Ten years
afterthey were granted or drawn, uotone of tbe sol¬
diers in ten held an acre of these Lands.probably
few of them held any at all.

Mr. Dickinson offered a bill lor the relief of Mr.

It was ordered to be engross¬
ed for a third reading.

Reports were also presented by Messr«. Web-
steh and Davis.

abuses and frauds practised on Aliens arriving at this

It appears that the City Authori¬
ties have lost large sums of money by the bonding sys- |
tem. all of which ha* gone to enrich those who are en¬

gaged In bringing Aliens to this country. During the
last three ye*rs 181,6113 passengers have arrived at this

port, while but 821,452 17 have been received a* com¬

mutation money acd $19 939 23 on account of passen¬
gers bonded, making a total of $11,301 45; whereas if
81 per passenger had been exacted as commutation
money, the City Authorities would have received 8191,
615. That the system of bouding passengers affords no

security to the City is evident from the fact that individu¬
als among the passenger-carriers are bon dsmen to the
amount of §100,000. and that during the past year bonds
have been executed to an imme ose amount and if

any unforeseen calamity should occur, and these persons
should be thrown on the City for support, one-fifth part
of the bonds would never be paid.
