ample, helping to form men for the commission of
murder. This proposition, if not self-evirlcntly true,
is supported by nrenmerits which commend it to the
reason and common sense of every unsophisticated
mind, and by facts the force of which it is hard for
the evangelical' advocates of the Gallows to con¬

ceal or evade. Not daring; to «rapple fairly with
tho proposition on its own meritf. what do they do ?
Why. like their prototypes, the Pharisees of old.
who. when they could not resist the wisdom and the
power of Christ's words, endeavored to cover him
with odium by arraying against him the authority of
Moses.these sticklers for the halter and the guillo¬
tine turn bock to the Jewish law. nnd after arraying
the long list of offences which by that law were pun¬
ished with death, hfl up their hands in holy horror,
and. diluting their eyes.-exclaim, " What need have
we of farther witness ? With our own enrs we linve
heard their blasphemy !" By this appeal to popu-
lnr :>r-j idicp they hope to excite the odium theologicum
ngainst their opponents, nnd. In the murky atmosphere
In which iiloue the spirit of bigotry nnd intolerance can

live jo hide the. inherent weakness of their cause.
Now murk. The advocates of the Gallows aye very

careful lo tell us that tkeij would inflict the Death Penalty
only in cases ofatltrdef, and they have not hesitated to
acknowledge that its infliction for tester crimes Id calcu¬
lated to produce the \ ifeeig ascribed by the opponents of
Cspitnl Punishment to its infliction for the crime of wilful
homicide. This acknowledgement is not contiued to
Messrs. Checver and Lewis's hook, but has been made
ncain and again by writers and speakers on thut side of
the question. Your correspondent ' Bigot,' Availing him-
self of this admission, showed that Messrs. Cheever and
Lewis had effectually strangled rhemselres with the cord
which they sought to place around tho necks of their op¬
ponents. This he did in a manner the moat satisfactory
and triumphant, nnd. however those gentlemen and tbeir
friends may seek to hide theirdiscomtiture, the public at
least know well enough that the throat of their own
argument bus been cut by themselves beyond all possb.

what do thry all amount tot If they relieve the odoo-
coles of Capital Punishment from the charge of construct¬
ive blasphemy, they quite as effectually relieve its oppo-
nenti from tue same chnrge, as it would be perfectly easy
to demonstrate il such u specimen of patchwork were
worth the trouble of picking to pieces. How is the
noturol tendency of Capital Punishment affected by the
question whether the Jewish law ordaining such punish
ment was designed to be temporary or perpetual! It
is by confounding these two points that' Justice' vainly
endeavors to worit a juggle that shall relieve bis friends
from tho dilemma in which they are placed by their
own arguments but be has only demonstrated his own
and their Impotency, ns any one who knows the differ-
ere- bettl eon logic und a confused jumble of win ds may
eesily see.
One link iu the flimsy chain which Justice' has con

struotedto drag his Inends out of their own slough,.it
may bo well to notice. Perhaps, instead of calling It a

generally were in the lobbies. At even' entrance

to the Senate rows of earthly angels were throng¬
ing to catch the moat distant sounds of Senatorial
Oratory, and through these avenues of breathing
beauty the Senators were compelled to run the
gauntlet .to get to their seats ; while the Members
of the House, escaping the punishment for the mo¬

They adjourn¬
ed nt 9 o'clock, having wasted their own time and
the People's sperm candles. Who says that this
LocoFoco Hojsi- is not dignified?
The scene on Friday afternoon in the Hout-e of

Representatives was truly an amusing one. and
what delightful harmony reigns among the Loco-
Focus of the present Congress! The great question
in dispute was about the authority ol" the Baltimore
Convention. Mr. Yancey of Ala. insisted that lie
had never violated any of ihe Baltimore Conven¬
tion Pledges Mr. Woodward of South-Carolina
said that he had never considered the Baltimore
Convention as binding upon the Democracy.
