ty. This demand was repeatedly made, in the most

emphatic manner, and a reply requested, Gen. Vega
Hinting that the Consul condoned in the exercise of
bis functions, ami that the demand would be submit¬
ted to Gen. Mejia.

Gere the interview was suspended, while the
Licenclado left the party, to submit, as we under
stood, the demand fur an interview with the Consul
lo (ion. Mejia. While engaged in friendly inter-
coarse, Gen. Worth stated to Gen. Vega, in an in¬
formal manner, as an evidence of the good faith,
intentions ami dispositions of his commanding
general, that he wns well aware of the im¬
portance of Hmzrn .SfniiiHgo to the commerce
and business community of Matamoro*. that
ho would respect their lavas and eustoms,
and freely grant entrance ami exit to ull Mexi¬
can and other vernein trading with Mattimoros on the
same terms aabefore its occupation by the United
Bieten, leaving all questions arising therefrom to be
settled hereafter by the two Governments. Ai the
expiration of about a quarter of an hour the Licen¬
clado returned, ami reported that (irn. Mejia would
