The
Post Office can well atford to transmit Newspapers
In tbe average at least as cheaply as we can print
them.

This will not answer.

fellow-citizens, and the honor of our beloved country.
The mcctint.' was ably, effectively and eloquently

We have had a melancholy exhibition of Kind
partisanship today, in the United Sta'es Senate..
auch as i= rarely witnessed there. There was little
of country and every thing for party to-day The
