Whereas, The Congresa of the United Siates, by
virtae of the constitutionsl antharity vested in them,
bave declared by their sot, besring date this day.
that by the sctof the Repabiic of Mexico, a state o
war exints between the two Goversmects - Now.
therefors, L Jemes X Polk, President of these United
Buates of America, do hereby proclaim the seme to
all whota it may concern ; and I do specially enjoin
onall s holding offices, civil or milivry, under
the suthority of the United Btates, that they be
vigilant and zealoos in discharging the datiea re-
spectively incident thereto. And 1 do moreover
exhort all the good people of the United States, as
lb'f love their country, as they feel the wrongs
which br=s forced ou them the last resort of injured
sations, and ns they consuit the best means
wnder the blessing of Divine Providence of
abridgiog the calamities, thut they exert themselves
in preserving order, in promoting concord and
muintaining the authority—the efficicocy of the
Laws in supporting and lnvigorating all the means
which may be adopted by the Constitutionsl Autlio-
rities for obteining & speedy wrmination and na hoo-
