SEVENTY MEN

Out to Pieces by the Mexicans !
l'liri.AOi'.i.riii.t, Bands«, 7 A. M.

The schooner Mnry Ciare arrived at New Orleans
on the 9th inst. from lirazoH St. lap,», which place
she left on the 80th. Cnpt. GrifKn muí passeiipers
report that Capt- Walker and 70 rangers were

nearly all killed and taken prisoners on the CSih ult
about 20 miles above Point Isabel by a large force
of Mexicana.
CapL Walker succeeded in reaching the Poiut at

4 P. M. with only three men. He applied to Major
Thomas for more men, nnd announced his deter¬
mination to proceed to Gen. Taylor's camp or die
in the attempt.his object boing to communicate
foil particulars of the attack to the conimnndin^
officer.
He started from his camp on tbe 28th with his

whole force to rcconoiter, and, if possible, open a

communication with Gen. Taylor. He had proceed¬
ed as far as about midway between Point Isabel and
the Camp, when an overwhelming Mexican force
approached suddenly. A portion of his troops were

raw recruits, he instructed them to keep on his right
and gave orders to the whole to retiro under cover

of tbechapparcl in view, but his raw troops, panic-
stricken, scattered in confusion.
Tho Mexicans advancing with overwhelmingnum

ber», he gave orders to retire. He was followed un

til within a mile of Point Isabel, where he arri* ed
with only twe of his mon six others subsequently
came in. Cape W. estimates the number of Mcx<
cans he encountered at 1500, and he supposed that
Ht least 30 of them fell during the fifteen minutes
which he engaged them.
This force is supposed to bo a portion of that

which had, at last accounts, crossed the Rio Grande
some SO or 23 miles above Matamoros, and which
is estimated at 3000 men. It is believed that they
had taken a circuitous route on the Eastern side of
Gen. Taylor's camp.
Tho poet is very strongly defended. By the ex¬

ertions of Majors Monroe and Saumlers with 300
men to defend, the post it Is believed it can be made
good against three thousand. There are now about
five thonaand Mexicana ou the American aide ol thu
Bio Grande, one half above and one half below
Gen. Taylor's caxup.
The Picayune says, tho greatest apprehension

now felt for tho American poaition, is that the Mex¬
icans may raise fortifications which command bras
sos Santiago. The natural formation of the ground
is mostly favorable for such a purpose ; the men

wonld be effectually protected from any naval force
by tbe natural embankment, and the position could
only be carried by actual storming of the works.

.enger in tbe Ellen& Clara, informs us that Geu Tay¬
lor, on the 29th, had only six days' provisions. The
Augusta was met going out with troops. The Cage
and Florida were left at Point Isabel loaded with
goods. Tho night previous to the Ellen & Clara
leaving an attack was expected on Point Isabel. It
was expected that Gen. Taylor would cut his way
thtongh and come to the relief of Point Isabel.
The latest advices received at Vent Cms from

Matamoros were to the 1Mb ult immediately after
tbe arrival of Gen. Ampudia, his notice to General
Taylor to retire behind the Nueces was known, and
tbeVera Crus people expected to hear of hostilities.
We have heard it reported that the British Consul

If our Country be wrong in any
controversy, then it is madness, ii is idiocy, to wish
or struggle for her success in that wrong ; for such
success can only be more caiomitous than failure

since it increases our Natiou's guilt. W<; insist that
the first question to be settled by all but hireling cut-

throats is that of Right, for if our Country be in
any degree wrong, we can render her no service by
aiding her to persist iu that wrong, but as goo«i citi-
sens.more loyal to her in being loyal to Heaven.
we ought to insist that she ahall first abandon the
Wrong and put herself in the Right. It is lawful
to obey (Jod rulher than men.' said a great Apostle
we insist that it is eminently patriotic to do so, since
obeying the adverse commands of men eon but add
to their criminality and thus to their ultimate punish-
ment.
