did not include r more .-iijijjI.- practice in the Courts, and
« iiiHterinl reduction in the cost oflaw proceedings, would
be insufficient tor the ends of justice. All experiments,
without simplicity and cheapness, would undoubtedly
prove a failure.
The unwieldy machinery of our present forms of prtic-

tice would crush any juefcinry the Convention might
appoint. We must simplify our proceedings we must
disencumber them ol those complicated forms which had
caused the people of the State to denounce our present
judicial system.

It is here that the present .-"täte Judiciary have b>-«-ii
shipwrecked. They were admonished to make such re¬
forms in the practice of the Courts as would have saved
the system and made it acceptable to the people.

Mr. Hark:- referred to the Revised Statutes, where
they retjuire the Chancellor to make such reforms as Its
praetice required. Odious, said he. a« is this Court, I
believe that hud the Chancellor, [Walworth] complied,
in its spirit, with that request this Convention, if here at
all, would probably have continued that Court In the new
Constitution. They went on, however, with their paper
suits, ami instead ofpursulng this reform in the proper
spirit, made more numerous ami complicated rules..
When the Chancellortold an eminent professional gen
tleinaii in this city that he was about to have published
his periodical revision of the Chancery titles of Practice,
the lawyer asked him ririly. whether the work was to

Come OUt in one or two volumes. The Supreme Court
hud nUo neglected the sign« of the times, and rendered
its piles more and more difficult and complicated, thus
adding to the embarrassments of the public.

Mr. Harris went on to remark that he wished the
Chief Justice to bo chosen by the whole of the Electors
of the s-taie. and to hold office for a shorter term than the
other Judges.he wished the Chief Justice tu preside
over the Judiciary Department, und to prescribe such
rule- of practice as would simplify the proceeding! of
the Courts. He desired to see an officer selected by the
People, who would be responsible lor a reform in the
proceedings of the Courts.
