On Baturday moroing, at 3 o'clock, lntelligence
was received at Kilkenny that € Birien, Meagher, Do
beay, O'Rellly wnd Dillon had beon proc Inimed traltors
thet rewards had been offered tor thelr apprebension
Notlees to thls effect were posted up sl over the coun-
try. Bearcely bad the announcement boen made ot Kil
kenny, when Mr. Blake, the County Inspector of Con

ary, resulved to undertake the important duty
which the Lord-Lisutenant's proclsmstion pointed out
He started from Kilkenny shortly after daybreak, nnd
monehing Harley park, sscertained there that Smith
(¥Brien and the otber proolsimed traitors bad passed
the night amopg the colliers (or * Black Hoys") of
Boulagh Common, within u mile of Ballingarry.

Mr. Blake sent a messengor to Callan, whero the con
sabulary of the surrounding district were cunecn
trated. These, to the number of fifty or sixty men, he
directed to march to the Common of Boulagh. n distance
of ten Irish mlles. A strong military force moved st
ouoe from Kilkeooy to tw same point.  Military roin
forcemonts of the most - slete and overwheloing
¥ind from Thurles, Fethard, (lonmel, Templemore and
Uashel, all concentrated on the spot which had been
ud!lﬂi out as the headquarters of the rebel urmy.—

‘hile these preparntions were in progress, a band of
policemeu from Callan, sbout 30, had already pene
trated 1o the center of disaffection, and checked the re
bl [om.

Smith O'Brien and his sssociates thore with an over
whelming force, ready to give thom battle.

thelr muskets till several shots had been fired st them
and stones thrown in on them through the window.—

They wers overtaken in Kilmanagh,
about elght miles from Kilkenny, and returned at an
early hour on this morning

Mr. Trant and his men got off in safety . but [ recret
to eny that seversl of the people were killed and wound-
ed.

We conelude that no srrests have been etfectod, from
the fact that parties arriving by the train which reached
the King's bridge termious this morning, st & few min
utes after 3 o'clock, had not beard any Iater intelligence
thun that which we had alresdy received. It was gen-
ernlly understood that an effort was to have boen mide
on Sunday night vr Monday morning to encompass snd
scour the hills on which” Mr. O'Brien and his parts
were reported to have taken refuge ;. snd for that pur
fmc It was said that @ body conslating of 6,k men,
ucluding military and police, had moved on the dis
triet. This clroumatance makes the aboouce of intolli
genee more unaccountable than it otherwise would
sevm. The parties from whom we were able to make
Inuiries stated that all along the line was quiet. It was
said that some sdditional troops, provided with rations,
had left Limerick for Tharles.

Various rumors are in ciroulstion, but none of them
have boen sufficlently authenticated to warrant our
giving them pabliestion. The influx of passengers from
the nedghborbood of Kilkenny, Roscrea, Thurles, and
the adincent towns, cont' aes unsbated, The gentry of
these localities and thelt families are srriving in town
by esch tradn. All, bhowever, state that st present
everything s quiet in the country, and that save the
collision between the peasantry and police st Ballin
garry, on Saturday, o disiurbance whatever has taken
plnce. The clergy are spoken of wa being actively en
gnged in going wmong the people, and using the whole
wright of thelr suthority and influence with their focks
to prevent them from joining in any movement which
may bring them within the power ol the law
