1 it waork bad
Iy, we can ousily go back to w discriminsii ]
ule of postages. 11 UVnifor Postase s to be triead,
wo ctnnot doubt that Mr. Hobbie has it tie
proper tate—"Three Ceata for propaid letters—we
woald prefer Five Conta fur anpaid.  We appre
hond Three Ceuts, especinlly i there be an ad-
ditional charge for City Delivery, will keep out of
the Post Ofice many City letters whick would
otherwiss contribute sensibly to the Postage fev
enae. lu this City alone, i every citizen coull
drop his letter in at some well known Sub-Post
Offiee on his ow n or the next bock. payiug oue o
two couts, and be sure of ite reaching its destion
tion in any part of the City within au hour or two,
#0 that he might expect an answer in an hour ar
two farther, with s like delivery radinting to the
guburbs, the pumber of such lotters in & yea:
would be immense, boyond computation.  Hoston
and bor envirous would afford w like revenue:
Philadelphia and lior suburbs suother.  Bat three
centa is & high rate for this business. Mo Hobbie
is quite right with regard to the City delivery,
bat equity and policy require that the reduction
he should be extended to the suburbs of
each groat city ax woll.

Mr. Hobbie is not liberal enough with regurd to
Newspaper Circulation. 1t he will reducc Lix
rates one-half he will treble the Newspapers. &«
circulated through the Mails, aud obtaio woia
crenso of income without & msterial locrease o
expenditure. Fapecially on Newspapers seunt
but & fow miles—sny less than thirty o1 ffty—lis
rates are entirely 100 high. The local or countiy
journals are very hardly used by the present rates
and must have somo abateiwent. A couuty jour
nal often sends out five hundred o » thousand co-
ples within & radius of five fo twenty miles of its
place of publication, ln packages of ten to fifty
copies. Tocharge oue centench-—ihatis, tive o ten
dollars per weok—{or merely conveylug these pu
pers from the Post Offi e of the shire town to cicht
or ten of tho newrest Poat Offcos, is downright ex-
tortion, and must bo amended. It gives the Uity
Journals, which aro conveyed thiee to sevon bun
dred miles at tho samo rates, nu unjust advantage
in ciroulation, Now we are no beliovors 1o send
ing anything through the Mauils free, but we joaist
that each jouraal should be delivered withiin s
short distance of its piace of publication &t the
Towest possible rates—not half those charged tor
longer distances. To charge cue cont 0o oach
copy is simpiy to drive thow out of the Mails. 1
minishing at once Nowspaper cireutssion snd Post
Office revenne, while subjecting the publishers to
serious inconvenience and loss.  \Ve canoet o
oeive that auy ouo is vorrespondingly beneited
