The disposition of the Rossian nobility to re-
volt is boyond a doubt. The whole policy of the Tm-
perial Government has been to render the noblea
merely & sort of titled meniale of its own, to de
stroy all clasa feeling, in short to mnake them but
slsves of an order in some Tespects superior
though equally dependent with the others. A be
reditary sristocracy is of vecessity & daugenius
thing in & barburous military State. The Hassian
sritoerncy comprehend this, mud nre reattfl under
the hand which destroys their order fur the pur
pose of rendering them harwless

Though this process of degrading the nobles has
not been without results, atillithas not bevn entire
ty saccemsful. Theybave traveled aud come in con-
tuct with the ideas which prevailin othercountrien
The result is that among them are many Liberals,
many Republicany and many Socialists Indoed it
is & fact that to no country are so many Socialist
books sent fron Paris asto Russin.  Thiswe koow
ou the testimony of the priveipsl Parisian publish-
er of such books. They are prohibited in Hussis,
but get over the froutier notwithstanding. Now
wo bave no iden that the enlightenment of a com:
paratively fow minds can do anything toward s

radical change in the form of Russizn Soviety, ex-
cept by gradual and very slow inflaence, bat yet.
as the nobility containg many men who havo em-
braced Repablioan principlos withoat regardtotheir
practicability, there in coustant danger of attempis
st Revolution. The famous revolt of 1325, which
sttended the ncoession of Nicholas to the throue
and which be bas punished with such inbuman
cruelty, was headed by vobles, many of them of
high rank, aud the best and bravest of them radicn
Repablicans, The same thing may happen again
at any time, and Nicholas i shrewd enough to
koow it,

The serfs ate constantly in the hubit of rebellion
sguingt their masters, and these outbreaks are
maturally attended by the most ferocious scenes. —
Though they do not extend beyoud the boandaries
of single estates. theyptill make it necessary to
have considerable bodies of troops on hand at
every locality.

With regard t¢ the treasures stored in the for
treas i, 5t. Petersburgh it is to bo observed that
they have never been leit thore usoless.  In wddi-
tion to the national Jebt spoken of in our furmer
article there were in cirvulation in Russiain
August 1845 tremsury notes to the amount of
49,085,621 silver  roubles. equivalest in roand
numbers to §200,000,000, for which these alleged
deposits in the fortress are the security. But ua
in the nature of the csse the public have no
guaranty that the security is really there, except
the rather doubtful word of the Goverument,
some skeptical persons (uite naturally suppose i
to have disappenred in order to meot the exigen
cies of the imperial treasury.
