This morning (the 15th) we have the phenome-
non of falll ww! The wenther of late has
been cold for the season, and with fraquent rains,
Last nighit u chilling air made fire necessary, and
this marning we have a slight fall of anow, enough
to l'll‘lTl,‘E}' cover the rools of housas, &o. while it
melts on the ground ns fast as it falle. The sun is
struggling threugh the hazy, scowy atm wphere,
and we shall probably have bat a slight giit of the
kind at this season.

Tha vew bridgo
at the jupction of the rivers, built last year by
Messra. Bhedd & Whittlesey, showed not the lanst
inelination to stir from its Ped of gravite, or more
properly the hornblendic gneiss upon which it rests.
