CARDENAS CAPTURED.
GREAT TPANIC IN HAVANA.

The American Steamers Refused
Entranceinto Havana Harbor.

Bythe U. 8. Steamship Ohio, we have re-
ceived from Cuba the exciting intelligence
of the landing of Gen. Lopes and the taking
of Cardenas by the invading foroes. We
seosived from Mr. 0.V, Hovievnrck, Parser
of the Ohio, an early dispatch, containing
the particulars of the news, which was is-
wed yesterday afternoon in an  Kdlra
Tribune :

Gen. Lopex landed at Cardenas, about 00
miles from Iavana, on the 17th inst. with
about 500 men, and took possession of the
gown, The garrison consisted of one com-
pany of about 00 men, who made but a
slight resistance. They were driven into a
¢hurch, and after losing three men killed,
ey surrendered. Tho General landed in
ibe steamer Creole, which left New-Orleans
en the Tth inst.

The greatest excitement existed in Ia-
vans, amounting to a panic. The city was
ender martial law, and several thousand
wilitis had been emrolled, and arms were
Ieing given them.

The resident foreigners were called upon
to enrol. There were 1,500 troops st Ma-
tansas, and 800 were dispatched from IHa-
wina at 1 o’'clock, A.M. of the 20th, to rein-
foreo them and march against Lopez.

It was Tumored that the force under Lo-
pes had increased to 2,000, and that he was
already half way to Matanzas. On the 16th
pews was received that a large body was
collected on * Woman's” Island, near Cape
Catoche, Yucatan.

The General of Marines, withseveral ves-
sels and about 3,000 men, started immedi-
ately for that point.

Just before the Ohio left the Spanish
steamer Pizzaro came in with 105 prisoners.
1t was said that they were mostly Germans
and Irish.

The report was, that they were to be shot
that day at 12 o’clock, or at least one out of
every ten ; the balance to be confined in the
dungeons of Moro Castle.

The force on the Creole, with which Gen.
Lopes effected the landing, is but a small
part of the Expedition. It is known that
tome ten or twelve vessels have left New-
Orleans and different parts of the Gulf, prob-
ably to land simultaneously at different
ints.

Ttwas reported that Lopez had broken
up the Railroad to Cardensas in several
places,

The merchants and bankers in Havana
were removing their money, &e. to the Fort
for safety.

The Ohio, Georgia and Falcon were com-
pelled to anchor at the entrance of the har-
bor. Capt. Scumxcx protested through the
American Consul to the Captain-General,
and demanded & safe anchorage, but was
n!u:dlndboldheuightgoto sea at soon
a8 pleased.

ARRIVAL OF THE ORI0 FROM CHAGRES.

No Later News from Califormin,

$400,000 in Gold.

e emptts
The steamer Ohio from Chagres, arrived st her
wharf about 3 o'clock yesterdsy alternoon.

We are indebted to the politeness of Mr. 0. V.
HorLesuECK, the Parser of the Ohio, for the early
receipt of The Tribune's dispatches.

The Ohio brings no later intelligence from Cali-
foruis, there having been no arrival from the other
side since our last advices brought by the Georgia.
The Faleon, five days from Chagres, arrived at
Havana on the 18th, and the Georgia on the 19th.
Both were to sail the following day—the F. for New
Orleaps and the G. for Chagres.

The Faleon left Chagres on the 12th and Porto

Bello the day after.
The Cresdent City arrived at Chagres on the
12th and was sdvertised to sail on the 15th. But
as the steamer Tennessee was hourly expected
at Panama with two weeks later intelligence from
California,” sbe did not probably leave till next
day.
ghe steamer Columbus arrived at Panamacn
the 7th, all well, 84 days from New-York. Bhe
mede a very fine passege out, her running time be.
ing ouly G4 days. She was to have sailed on the
15th, crowded with paasengers.

The steamer W est Point had passed the Straits
but had not arrived at Panama.
The Ohio brings 147 passengers, 15 of whom are
from Chagres, 71 from New Orleans, and 61 from
Havana. Bhe also brings 410,000 worth of gold
dust and specis, £200,000 of which is for William
Hoye & Co. of this City, and nbout §180,000 for the
American Exchange Bank sod others, and the
balance for M. O. Roberts, Enq.
In addition to the above, she brings $10,000
worth of Bpanish doubloons, brought from New-
Orleans to* Havana, which she could not land, as
all business was suspended in consequence of the
anticipated sitack on the city of Havana.

Great Srecunarion 18 Tickers—The crowd
of pnasengers bound for California, egated in
this city in the early part of the week, has been
immense—estimated at uot less than three or four
thousand us. Their presence here created
a great stir and commotion among landlords, agents
of steamships and sailing vessels, shippers aud
ticket vendors. As a consequence of this rush of
emigrants, tickets for the steamer Oregon, which
sniled from this port last Wednesday evening for
Ban Francisco, rose to an exhorbitant price. As
bigh as §1,000 to 1,200 was offered and paid for
a cabin ticket, and from 8600 to 8800 for & steernge
prsssge. Bo eager and anxious were many to get
on, that they were willing to give almost any price
for a steamship ticket, rather than to go 0a & sail-

She reports the steamers West Point and Tabo-
gn a8 baving passed throngh the Straits of Magol.
lan before her. They are expected here hourly.

The steamer [sthmss has boen heard of at Reale-
Jjo on the 16th ult. and will probably be back here
on the 10th June.

There has heen quite a strong speculation hera
in tickets for the Colambus. The steerage ticketa
are selling to-day at 8370 to 8500, aud the cabin
tickets at 8600 to $750, and are in demand st these
figures.

Provisions are very high here at present. Beefl
and Pork are selling at #50 per bbl, Chickens §1
each. Beans and Peas 10c. per Ib. &ec. Coal is
€45 a 848 per tun by the cargo, but at Valparaiso
it could be purchased at 83 per tan, afloat.

FROM HAVANA.

Military Preparations—Alnrm—Mevementa of
the Mpanish Vessela—Markets, &e.
Havana Correspondence of the Tribune.
Havaxa, Sundey, May 18, 1850,
Meverr. Greeley & McElrath:

1 bave availed myself of every reasonable op-
portunity in the stermer interval for the purpose
of having you early advised of things which I was
compelled to give in not very definite shape. The
Condé Mirnsol wraps himsell in an impenetrable
cloud of mystery, or wisdom, perhaps—but the key
todraw the flaid forth, to give ualight apon the
subject, Ithink, is attainable by those familiar
with Spanish eharscter. He will be alooker on,
with his doplicate Government in hand, anless he
finda that, through the divided councils of the in-
vaders, there will be a fair chance of honors to be
won—when be will take the certain venture—else
he will leave the present incumbent to bear the
odium of defest.

In the meantime, the public 'shops are not idie,
with an iufinite amount of needfal labor, in repairs
of cannon, arms, steamers and their machisery,
vessels of warof various classes, fixed ammauition,
shells, and all the implements for defensive opera-
tions. Under any circamstances, the preparation
will be partial, for the time will not admit of more.
There will also be & great deficit in men forall
arms, which it will be attempted to remedy by a
roluntary militia, of which six thousand are to be
raised in the city of Havaoa. Enrollment has been
going on the past week, but 1 do not find any of
the aatice born, “ everfaithful,” among them—bat
all old Spanish emigrants, who come to feed, and,
when in order, to return home, with the ory of
“sbame to the Creole ! " and sid in the addition of
another link to his chains, It is understood that
the orders for placing us in a “astate of siege”
were to be issued to day, and published.

Three frigates of 44 guns each, have, within the

ast week, gone to sea to cruise in the vicinity of
Cbagres to look at* Woman's Island " and scour
the coast, under the especial direction of the Gene-
ral of Marines, who bolds himself reaponsible for
the action, which is not enfirely sanctioned by the
Captain General. He promises to leave NONE “to
ullpu!e story" if be finds them.

Three or four war steamers are in the same di-
rection, aud another frigate in refitting with all
haste to mpve for the anticipated point of lnnding.
Oue regiment has been or&ered to Neuvitas, and
left last week for ita destination. Another has been
withdrawn from this city, in detachments for vari-
ous points, West and South, that seem inviting to
strangers—names not given to the pablic. Slight
matters sometimes indicate the weak ness of power,
and the fact that the passengers on of the
two steamers, Faleon and Ohio, now in, not adver-
vertised for Havana, are not permitted to iand,
seems to be at lenst an over-reach of prudance.

The few days past have buried in oblivion cho-
lera, doctors, vomito, yellow fever and poisos,—the
one all absorbing topic has neutralized every other ;
and yet, to one who intently looks upon the passing
scene, there are many qucer things for the imagi-
nation to play npon. Recently the landing of foar
hundred and fifty negroes has been effccted without
a bonus paid to the Captain General, aod as he has
pot leisure to ferretout the iniguitous evasion, the
‘apprentice price, for seven yenrs, will also be lost
to his heirs, which, at six cunces a head, makes
the nice little sum of forty-five thousand nine huo-
dred dollars.

Fine.—About 10 o'clock last night a fire broke
out in the largze Satory store of Bamuel Perry,
Commission Merchant, 3 Front-st. near Whitehall
The store we believe is of double size, and extends
to and opens into anotber of like dimensions in
Morest. No. 28, also oecapied by Mr. Perry and
others, ‘This fire was so situated that it got great
headway before the boys could get at it, although
they were on hand &t the first tap of the bell. It
seemed to be in the back part of the second story,
and soon ran up the rear of the building, By the
extraordinary efforts for which our firemen are so
nobly distinguished, the flames were coufined to
this building, though the whole of it was destroyed
except the lower story and the walls. The amount
of water put on was greater than we ever before
saw on one building; Whitehall st. was flooded
half a foot in depth by the waste, and wading was
the order of the hour. The low position of the
place gave the Croton a full head—120 feet below
the level of the Heservoir. A number of families
who occupied some old houses in More-st. moved,
much to their own and the firemen's annoyance, as
their houses were in no more danger than the City
Hall. The vast and dense volame of smoke, borne
down by the heaviness of the atmoaphere, rolled
across the Battery and rendered the lower half of
that promenade a second edition of Egypt under
the curse of darkness, with the addition of aching
sand weeping eyes. Before the fire wus sub-
dued, the bells rang again for the same Distriet,
for more men, we presume, as there was no other
fire. We saw the Chiel of Police bard at work
there, wet and busy as the busiest. The store
was filled, we believe, with provisions—checse
principally. The loss must be large—insurance
not known.
