The action of the citizens of Willonghby and tha
neigbborbood, is worthy of great praise.

A party of 31 English emigrants, prineipaliy
frona Enmhn-lguhim were pusseagers on the Gril
fith. Most of them were intending to settle in
Medina County, where they have relatives and
friends. But three of the party survive. Robort
Hall, himsell saved, lost his mother, wife, two
sons, two drughters, two brothers and two sisters
—ten inall. William Waters, himsell saved, lost
his wife and son. Joseph Money, a lad, wassaved.
His father and two sisters lost.  The following en-
tire families were lost: Thomas Rhbodes, wife,

The clerk and mate were of the opinion that
there were about 200 persons on board, all told ; 30
saved, 150 dead bodies recovered, which woald
leave about 120 yet to be accounted for,
