Asthe E Bchools are part of the existing
system, the attending them should oot
be counted in making an estimate of the number
between the nges of 4 and 16, who sre instructed
elsewhere than in the Common Schools.

Common Schools, properly organized, to secure
the best physical, mentsl, and moral training of the
ng. arothe places in which those who are to be
ture competitors in business, and for the world's
honors, abould first come in contact. In the com-
ns of the school room, the children of afflu.
ence may early learn that industry aod effort will
be indispensable to competa succemflully, in the
stroggles of life, with the children of the poor. The
Iatter, from their conditior, are early ourscd to
form the habits of industry, effort, and self relisnce,
which can slone secure success. The former gen.
erally learn the importance and necessity of these,
&b too late n period to repair the consequonoes of
past neglect. It would well for them, if they
eould awake to the iwportance of these habits in
scasoD to act s their true wolfare reqaires.

It is deaira-
olo and highly important, that they should feel n
constant anxioos intercat for the incroamsing
prosperity and efficiency of the schools under their
charge, and be able to devote as much time to them
a8 & proper to their ndvancement demands.
With such & body of Trustecs, a County Baperin-
tendent of proper qualifications, and a love of the
duties of his office, could codperate with great ad-
vantagesto the system. The system embraces num-
bers sufliciently large, and interests safliciently im-
portant, to demand the entire time of such an officer.
Buch an officer, by devoting his whole time o
the business of the schools, may soon be sble to
suggest the best means of effecting improvements,
w l‘chlum to be very much needed.
SCHOOL-HOUSES.
There can be no doubt that the school rooms are
too much crowded, and the class-rooms too few and
too small. While it is believed to be the common
Judgment, that buildings recently erected are an
improvement upon those of former years, yet the
conviction is a8 general, that the heaith and pro-
gress of the students require rooms better ventil-
ated, and with fewer inmates. The body must
become languid and the mind listless, after being
confined for months, during six hours of the day, in
a poorly ventilated room, containing several hun-
dreds snd crowded to its utmost capacity. If, as
is the case with many of the school-houses, the
seats are without backs, the inevitable tendency is
to occupy & stooping posture, than whigh nodun?
can be more deleterious to & proper physical devel-
opment, or to the general health in subsequent life.
INCREASE OF TEACHERS,
Eflicient instruction requires that the number of
tenchers should be increased. In moat, il not all
of the schools, the higher and more advanced clas-
ses receive, relatively, the time of the principal and
superiog assistants, [t is impossible, with the pre-
gent number of tenchers, to give that time to each
scholar which is required to receive thoroagh teach-
ing and efficient progress.
If a proper arrangement of school-rooms and re-
citation rooms, and a proper supply of teachers,
should make the achoo's satisfactory to all, and put
them in a condition to give proper attention to the
personal hubits of the scholars, adapt them to pre-
serve health, and increase their efficiency to such
degree as upon the best consideration is attainable,
l.:g all this should agd fifty per cent. to the present
current cost of instruction, it would not then equsl
ene-halfl of the cost of educating children of the
aame age in the private schools. .
Those who now send to private schools might
then send their children to these at a redaced ex-
pense to themselves, and would find, in the general
advantages reaulting from the improved education
of all, the indirect yet important benefits which
maust be felt in all the relations of the civil and so-
cinl condition from such & cause. Popular educa-
tion is of such vitel importance, is so pervading and
comprehensive in its influences, is destined to ope-
rate so powerfully for weal or for wo upon the des-
tiny of the country, as well as of the individual,
that every measure calculated to effect its opera-
tions, deserves the careful and serious considera-
tion of every parent, avd of every well wisher of
his conntry and of humanity. g
No doubt is entertained, that the people of this
city will cheerfully pay all that a wise expenditure
shall require, to make these schools what they
ought to be, to secure the proper educationof thos
to whom all the diversified interests of its business,
and of its social and political condition are soon to
be confided.
TEACHERS SALARIES, BOOKS AND SUPPLIES.
1t is also believed, that other reforms might be
made, which would tend to reduce expenses, and
improve the efficiency of the schools. As the law
now stands, there are eighteen distinct organiza-
tions, inting of the tr of the meveral
W ards, having full power to employ teachers, se.
lect and purchase books, and to furnish supplies for
the Ward Bchools of their respective ards.
There is no provision for bringing them together, to
interchunge views, or to discuss the subjects con-
nected with the aystem of public education. There
are nomeans by which the officers of one Ward
can avail themselves of the greater experience and
better information of those of another. Theirtatal
diseonnection with each other is not ealeulated to
stimilnta aiforta on their part, to the beaviest
expenditures to some common standard, conalstent
with the highest efficiency of the schools, and while
securing the best, to nlso secure the same text-
books, and at a common price for all the schools.
The grest diversity of school books, upon the
same subjects, is an obstacle to the £rbgreu of the
n
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Theee statisticy show that #90 adults and 2,550

eraons between the ages of 16 and 21, after toil-
ng through the day to obtain the means of sub-
sistence, have devoted their evenings for & period
of 17 weekas to acquire the rudiments of an English
education. That during these 17 weeks, 1,004
who conld not read, 2,036 who could not write, and
2,800 unaequainted with the simplest operations in
srithmetie, have made res la nttainments in
these Lranches, who, without the opportunitics
furnished by these schools, might have continued in
their unfortunste igoorance through life. The
friends of universal education, and of the advance.
ment of the welfare of all ages and classes, cannot
but be gratified st these muspicious regultsa. The
good order and propriety of conduct which have
characterized the schools, have removed all the ap-
prehensions that existed s to the reulbuit‘y of
conducting evening schools for the education of fe
males. There has not been a single instance, to
the knowledge of the Committee of the violation of
any of the propricties of life by any of this class.
On the contrary, they have jbeen sssiduous to im-
prove the opportunities furnished, and the number
of female adults, na well as the number over 16
and under 21 years of age, who bave attended
these schools, and who were unable to read or
write when they began, must satisfy every one
that the benefits to result not merely to them-
selves but to the community, from the education
they have received, will probably be worth far
more than the amount expended, while the con.
sciousness of tha good done will amply compensate
every liberal mim? for his fraction of the whola ex-
pense. There remains, of moneys sppropriated
to these schools, an umexpended balance of
£1,267 00, and fixtares, books and stationery adapt-
ed to the wants of the schools and ready for use
when they shall be redpened during the carrent
year, estimated to be worth at least §4,000. Itis
anticipated that with these means, and the annuoal
appropriation of 815,000, two additional schools can
be established and kept open in the present year.

THE FREE ACADEMY.

The Annual Report recently made by this Board,
in conformity with the act authorizing the eatab-
lishment of the Free Academy, states the stadies
pursued in it, the extent to which they bave been
prosecuted by each student, the cost of organizing
the Institution, and the amount and items of its car
rent expenses to the date of sach Heport.

Bince then, an additiosal examination for the ad-
mission of pupils has been Lnd, another Assistaot
Teacher appointed, and the study of Book-keeping
introduced.

The pupils are prosecuting their studies with
commendable industry aod are making good pro-
gress. The admirable discip'ine and order which

evailed at the outsct are atill maintained. The

rofessorg and Teachers are faithful and eflicient in
the performance of their duties. The resunlts of
their labors have confirmed the favorable opinions
which induced their gelection and appointment.—
As much freedom of choice in sclecting the stadies
to be pursued or omitted has been allowed to the

arents and gaardians of the pupils, as is compati-

le with the necessary divisiox of them into classes
orsections, Thus far it has been entirely optional
with the pupils, whether they would stady either
of the ancient or modern languages, or neither of
them. Various important branches will, at all
times, undoubtedly continue to be taught, with re-
spect to which, it will be leftto the parents and
guardians of the children to determine whether
they shall atudy them or not.

'l{u entire range of studies to be heroalter prase-
cated, the extent to which they may be puraued,
the variety and degree of scientific attai ™
which the Aeademy sball secare to ita stadents,
depend pntirely upon the fatare action of this Board.
It Eu exclusive eontrol over all these subjocts, and
mast be held responsible for the results.

The only aspect in which it mlx' be peeuliarly
appropriate to speak of the Free Academy in this
Heport, is that of ita connection with the Common

scholars. As often as a ch
their parents oblizes them to enter a different
school,"they may have an entiresetof booka placed
in their bands, unlike any they bave previously
studied. Thin is uodoubtedly a great discourage.
ment to children. The books cannot well be of
equal merit. If they are, all objection to attempt-
ing a uniformity is st once obviated. If they dittar
in merit, those using the poorer sort are unneces-
sarily studying at & disadvantage.

The beat method of securing a desirable reform
in this metter is not obvions. The importance of
the subject entitles it to the serious and practical
considerstion of the Board, of the school ofcers of
the severnl Wards, and of the teachers in the dif-
ferent schools.

I n wise uniformity can be secured, it would
then be enny to purchase books and other supplies
at a reduced expense.  Eulightened Trostees, aot-
ing for such & Eurpou s & body, might, at stated
periods, furnish & statement of the books and sup-

lies required for the schools of their respective

‘ards. 1f proposals for furnishiog them were re.
«uired to be ndvertised for, and the lowest bids ac-
cepted, there can be no doubt that n savinz might
annunlly be made of several thoasand dollars.
After the kind of books to be bought was
satisfactorily determined, it would not be of much
moment whether the power to purchase them
from the lowest bidder, was delegated to & commit-
tee ol this Board or & committee of the Trustees,
acting as a legal and responsible organifation, pur-
suant to some provision to be made for that purpose
by law.

,lt is also important, that some means should be
devised, to secure & nearer aprmimmun in the
amounts paid for the salaries of tenchers of equal
merit, in similar departments. Nothing should be
done tending to introduce into the achools an in-
ferior class ol teachers. Onthe contrary, the aim
should be to secure an cificient body of men, fitted
for the important work intrusted to their hands,
and animated with & purpose to perform their da-
ties, with an anxious care for the welfare and best
training of the pupils under their instruction.

The salariea of the principal teachers are highly
di ioned. They undoubtedly differ in some
titude for their positions, and a salary
appropriste for some might not be & just compen-
salion for others. |t would be an unweleome con.
viction, that their ments are as various s their
sularies, and such is not believed to ba the trath of
the matter,

The walject is worthy of the studious considers.
tion of all the achool otlicera of the City, and of the
members of this Board. 1t ahould be their aim to
mature some plan which will taerau Justly upon
the hers and ally for the public lﬁg
pothing sbould be done calculated to impair the
cfliciency of the schools, or lower the standard of
Common Scbool education.

EVENING SCHOOLS.

The Evening Schools have been emivent!y suc-
cosaful in their operations during the past year;
they have presented to a large cluns, ns well of
those over as under the age of 21 years, the only
apparent chance of learning the alphabet. The
results ahow that those of our people who in early
life neglected or were denfed all opportunities of
nequiring & Common School education, are anxious
to improve them, when experience has taught
them what embarrassments igoorance s constantly
adding to the inevitable tolls and struggies of life,
aod shown them the insuperable obstacles to sue.
cess with which she obstructs the common paths of
buman occupation. The Heport of the Committes
on Evening Bchools, gives the details of their opar.
atioes, and & variety of intercsting faots and con.
siderations connected with them. It woald be un.
Jjust to the Committee and to these Schools to sub.
stitute for their Report an slwtract of it The Re-
port is annexed. 1t states that 12 Evening Schools,
12 for males, 5 for females and 1 for colured males,
bave been kept open from the 1st of October, 1549,
17 woeks, exclusive of 2 weeks vacation in the
bolidays. In the male departments 53 teschers
were employed ; in the female departments 27—
all of whom were females . and 3 in the colwred
schoo's, The whole vomber taught was 7,639, of
whem there were 5,255 males, 2,166 fomales, nud
in the schouls bt colured persons, 217, The whole
amount expended wan 814,051 67, being 42 76

mittees represented to be most prevalent in all the
departments of the schools upon which they have
reported.

ben itis borne in mind that the popils from
any school examined for admission w the Free
Academy, are but an exceedingly small fraction of
its whole number, and, as & general thing, are its
choicest scholars, i any considerable number of
these are found painfully deficient in spelling, read-
ing, writing, and in English grammar, there is much
renscn to fear that those pot l{'u lying are upon the
average still more deloient. f:me applyiog have
generslly devoted ail or most of the preceding year
with & view to qualify themselves to pass the or-
denl of an examiaation. They may, therefore, be
presumed to have bad more careful and thorongh
instruction than they would otherwise have re-
ceived, or than the residue of the school has en-
joyed.

To those makirg ndditional efforts, and giving a
closer and more thoughtful attention to their stad-
ies, in the bope of succeeding in their attempt to
enter the Academy, and for that cause, the infla-
ence of its inci ts muat rily have been
sulutary. If this clase bave received an undua pro.
portion of the time of the teachers employed in the
gchool, the reault of their examination shows that
they have received no more than was essential to
realize the progress and secure the attainments
which should characterize every school, and be
made by every scholur.

If all have not the opportunity of doing as well,
and learning as much, it mast follow that the nam-
ber of teachers is inadequate, or that the methods
of instruction are defective, or are inefliciently par-
sued. Every map, no matter what may be his
business or position, should at least be able to spell
accarately, read well, write legibly, understand the
commoen principles of grammar, have & fair koowl-
edge of geography. arithmetic, and of the history
of the United States.  These are the only branches
in which it is necessary that the spplicants should

ass & good examination in order to be admitted. —

) far a8 its examinations and requirements, and
the confining of its admission to pupils in the Com-
mon Schools, tend to insure more efficient instrac-

DIBSENT.

The undersigned, uniting generally in the yiews
hereinbefore set-forth by the Chairman aad majority
of the Committee, aska leave to record his dissent
from so much of this Heport as commends the foun-
dation, ohjects and mpnnﬂumenlof thc Free Aca.
demy, for reasons which he will barely indicate as
follows:

1. 1 believe the Course of lustruction parsued in
that Academy, radically defective and vicious, in
that it contemplates and provides for the devotion
of a considerable ahare of the means of the Somin-
ary, and the time of its pupils, to the study of dead
langusges, to the necensary exclasion mnd neglect
of sciences and arts which seem to me of far greator
practical importanceto at least nineteen-twenticths
of our youth.

2, 1 do vot know thet its management is so efli-
cient, nor that its inculeations are so effective and
successful an this Report represents them.

4. 1 distrust and challenge the policy of giving a
part of the children of our City & far more cosily
education, at the public expense, than s provided
for and freely protfered to all children, without re-
serve or exception.
