Webave been furcished, suys the St Louis Ia-
telligencer, with leave to pablish a lotter from an
intelligent gentleman now in Deserel, to his [amily
at Bt Chasles, We regret that the press of news
and other matter in to-day'a issue forbids us to give
the letter in full to our readers. The geotleman
crossed the plains late last Fall, a portion of the
time with an express, and the remainder in the
compsny of some Virgisia emigraots, woder the
command of Capt. Critcher. As they neared thelr
Jjourney's end, the satferings of the party, from
cold and bupger, are said to have been most torri-
ble. Beven of the number bad their bands or feet
severely frozen, and the others wero 80 emaciated
and wenkened by fatigue as to be almost atterly
unable to reach the Mormon Bettlomoats, when
even oply a mile of two from them. Thoy finally
arriveo at Salt Lake City some time in December.
The writer dstes kis letter April, 1550. We ex-
tract ouly Lis description of the Mormon city.

The Salt Lake city is situated three miles from
the rapge of mountains which circlea the vailey 0a
the east side, and about twenty-two miles from the
great Lake, The country about slopes gradually
and with besutiful effect from the mountain to the
Utsh outlet, aud is beautifully watered, like the
city, with a number of mountain streama of pare,
sweet water, which the present population, 1 be-
lieve, bave never, At any sesson, koown to [fuil.
¥or milliog, manufacturing, agricaltuesl, or other
purposes, e sulliciency of supply of water need
pever be apprebended. The soil in every part of
tbe valley (above forty miles in length by tweaty
in bresdth) is extraordinarily fertile, 1 was con-
versing, & fow days mince, with an intelligont
farmer on this subject, who nssured me that It
year, from the plant of a single bushel of Irish
potatoes, be raised vearly fhree hundred bushels
of a large size and an excellent qaality.

For wheat and u variety of other graios I do not
supjpese that more generous soil can be found on the
whole Contioent; end everything indeed, here, fa-
vors their rapid and abundant growth. Owing te
the coldness of the weather, however, corn does not
prow so freely, and is pot, in consequence, mach
cultivated. The members of the Mormon persaa:
picn are liberally enconraged to agricaltaral par-
suits. They are nllowed to improve as_mauch land
as 1hey choose to have surveyed and enclosed in
the * eommons’’ near the city, and the preomption
title they thua assume is held indisputable. One
man can, in this way, acoumulate immenss quanti-
ties cf land, bat the privilege of selling it is not ex-
tended to bim.  Either to resorve the right in the
city, (better in the city's Apoatle,) of themaolves dis-
pesivg of real estate, or to prevest others than Mor-
mors from obtalniog & foothold in the eountry, no
Mormen ean sell or bargain for a single foot of his
lands. 1 should ndd that, besiles the very encoar-
sging privileges of the commone, every citizen of
the Bait City is alowed ooe and & hall neres of
ground ; baving thos an opportunity of cultivating
gardens, fine yards, &o,

“The city is divided juto nisetean Wards, each
cortaining & ball miie sqoare. Every square has
ite Bighop, whose powers temporally correapoad to
those of cur Justice of the Peace. The ollicers of
the General City Government are: A Presidont,
Marshal, Bheriff, &o.; the first of whom is elected
for life by the Council of Twelve, nud the second
somi-anually by the same body. The power of the
Preeident in uonlimited; his word ia almost every
instsvce in the law of the laud. 1o the evenat of
tbe perpetration of any erime, bowever, the Coan-
cil of Twelve bave & right to depose bim. Hiaca
the mourder of the famed Jo Bmith, dr. Brigham
Young hea ruled amwong tha Latter Day Saints. He
is muoch beliked by the people fur his bancsty (so
calied) in «fice, o less for his nocial, democratio
depurtment cut.

W e learn that our [ellow townsmen, Dr. Kelsey,
Philip Kirley, A. Y. T. Leavitt, and Miss Oasbora
were in the cars At the lime of the acoldeot on Fris
dni’r.iaht.

r. Kirley was returning to this city with the |
corpeo of his daughter Cathorine, who died ai 8t

years and 11 months, That part of the car where
the corpse was plnced was uninjured, al:hough the |
reat of it was smashed to pieces.

There waie several piccea of baz
goge unclaimed, but as gome passengors refassd |
to reccive their bageage in consequenca ol tie [
damege done to it, it is impossible to draw aay
onclusion from that cireamatance.

While assisting in driviog the car, Dr. Kelsey
received a sbock of electricity, which ran down an
jron bar at the back of the car, but lockily was not
strong enough to injure him.

Tie spot where the accident oorurred was aboat
furty rods from the Mobawk, but the wholo space
was 80 flooded, that the passengers supposed them-
selves upon the bank of that river.

Dr. Kelaey describes the whole scene as terrific
in the extreme, with waters on cvery side, and to-
tal darkness around them, except when the virvid
flashen of forked lightning revealed tha horrors by
which they were euvironed. Toe telegraph wires
were flushed with electricity, and the whole at-
mosphere seemed literally alive with iquid fire,
while the startling cries ol somn who were strog-
glicg in the roarug torrent, and the pitecus inqal
rivs of those who thought their friends were loat,
sdded to the frightful circomstances of the sceae.
