The Ledger anys: In view of building operations
being | diately ¢ 1 within the burnt
district. the Commissioners of the Northern Liber-
ties, through their Balicitor, Mr, Brightly, yesterday
resented 8 petition to the Court of Quarter-
ssions, praying for a re-survey of Becond-st. be-
tween Vine snd Callowhill sta. for the purpose of
regulating and fixing the width of the same, under
the Act of Assembly of 22d of January, 1847. The
petitioners prepared and submitted a draft of the
contemplated improvement, and ask that the sur-
vey may be confirmed. Under this regulation the
foot pavement will be widened two feet on each
side. It is contemplated by the same muthorities
to commence proceedings immediately, to have
Waterat. widened to fifty feet on the east side—
and also to bave New-Marketat. below Vine and
Callowhill sts. opened w & unlform widih. This
improvement, it is conflidently asserted, will render
the property upon that portion of the street of
grenter value then before the fire.

Congresslonnl Absenteelsm,
From the Xew O leans Commereial Journal

The fact is, the neglect of duty by Members of

Copgress is becoming intolerable, and nothing more
por less than constructive swindling. To exact pay
by our employeés, whatever may be their voeation,
for work they bave not done, is dishonest, and no-.
thing else can be made of it. The Clerks in the
gevers! Departments, who stipulate to do their
work for a specified sum, cannot reserve to them-
selves the privilege of being abusent at pleasure;
and when they are absent, excepting for cause,
they are charged for the time. Mechanics in our
dot{-yll‘l‘]l. and those engaged on pullic works, are
all charged for absent time—nnd why should not &
Member of Congress be, who receives his 85 per
diem for & day's work?

That the people may know how their public ser-
vants are earning their wages, we will give a few
facts. Until recently, the House [we &re now al-
luding to the lower House) met at 12 M. Aftern
few minutes spent iu readisg and correcting tho
Journals, the Members in tarn Jmmcd to deliver
themselves of a speech on the Slavery question.—
The custom bas lately been introduced—and we do
not know but what [t is n geod one—for Members
to read their speeches, which bave been proviously
printed in pamphlet form.

require iil absence from his Parliumentary duties,
itis usunl for him to mske an arrangement with
scme member of opposite gliticl, but similarly sit-
uated, to absent himself from voting on important
questions. A member of the United States Con-
gress can hold no otber public office, and when he
absents himself, from bis legislative duties, it is for

is 1 conveni or iab There is
another very material discrepaney. A member ol
Parlisment recoives no pay; & member of Congress
gen his €5 a day, whether presest or absent, and

is mileage of 83 for every lwent¥ miles, measured
sccording to & sometimes very elastic conscience.
Mauny, no doubt, are of the opinion, that no iscon-
sidersble number of members may be very well
spated, and the country benefited by their abwence.
Buch would be the case, were their presence not
required to constitute quorums in the committoes.

Powper MiLy Exrrosiox —An extra from the
office of the Exeter (N.H,) News Letter atates that
three buildings in that village, comprising a portion
of the powder mills of Mr. Whipple of Lowell,
were blown into the air by the explosion of their
contents, on Wednesdny forenoon. The first ex-
plosion was in the mill fur grinding, the fire origi-
natiog, it is said, from friction of the wheels. The
building was blown to atoms, nnd one man, Mr,
Charles R Bmith, who was at work in it, was in-
stantly killed, fragmenta of bis mutilated body be-
ing blown to a great distan~e. He was a man
about 35 years of nge, and has left & widow and
four children. In mnotber mull, William G. Pierson
was at work. On hearing the explosion be ran
from the mill, but recollecting that he left his coat
with his pocket book in g, he returned to it, secared
Lis property, and escaped without injury. Another
mill, containing & good deal of powder, caught fire
on the roof; but Mr. Huntington, the guperintend-
ent, and one of his workmen, placed themselves
upon it, and fought and sabdued the fire. The
damage sustained cannot be sufely éfmated.

The Newburyport Herald saye that the report of
the explosion was beard all over that town, and
the ascendine cloud of smoke was seen from the
tups of the buildings. The explosion sounded like
the report of a tremendous hen'-i piece of ordi-
nance, & mile or two distant, and the second report
like the echo of the firat, the third report baing heard
at the interval of about half a minute.
