Tbe best known of such establishment« in this
country ia that of M Leclsire, the house painter,
So honorably known in practical chemistry by his

journey man painter. Hit eatablUhinent ha» been
referred to from time to time, with approbation, by
Chambers'» Journal, by the Economist, and latter¬
ly by Mr. John Stuart Mill, in his Political Econo¬
my (Vol. 11 p 3V<). M. Léclaire'e system, as set
forth in tbe above publication« is that of paying
ixed allowances, or salaries, to all parties, includ¬
ing himself aa manager, and after allowing for in
terest on his capital, dividios» the surplus profits

proporti« n to their fixed salaries. M Dupont, the
Well known printer of the Revue de» deux Monde»,

The laws of partnership,
framed entirely with a view to anociationi of capi¬
talist«, act, rnorsxrver, as a premium to the great
cepitAiitis, by forbidding us,» oations with limited
lithi ity without Parlitmentary or Royal ixnction
on the one hand, and on the other by the great ex¬

perte of Regittration under the Joint Stock Com
pitiei' Act through which alone trading aaiocia-
tioi.i with unlimited liability can ottain aleja! foot¬
ing. Tbe working anociationi of thu country are

thui ».impelled for the prêtent, to grow up without
the law ; ai the joint atock company of the capital-
itt grew op before them aa the Freemaiom and
O'id-Fellowi Lodge! itill maintain tbemaelvei.
They muit act, to uie the words of Lord l.idon in
a celebrated case, " by a mutual undemanding,
and a kind of moni rule " giving and taking *«t lit¬
tle credit as possible carefal in their choice of
membera, and still more in their choice of officers,
.trii t to take all proper precautions against tbe
misapplication of money, through the agen-ty of the
(iiihrantue 8ot:ieti«s or otherwise, and yet willing
to entrust almost despotic authority to the han la of
th.-ir manager*, to at the function! of the latter be
alwa-,i revocable at fixed period! and, finally,
usirg, tt in clubi, the power of excloiiun, u the
great weapon againat mitbehavi,,.-.
