ENGLAND.
Particular« of Ihe Oemh mt Mir Hubert Peel.

From the London Times, July 4.
It is impossible to exaggerate the feelings of

profound emotion with which tho mournful iutelli-
gt i ce of the death of Sir Robert Peel wu recotred
yesterday in every circle of the metropolie. At
first, a feeling of incredulity was created by the
¦tartlir.g intelligence but when thia had been re¬
moved beyond all doubt, tbe next very natural do»
aire waa for more ample inf» ruiaiion than tho and-
denneaa of tbe occurrence bad hitherto admitted of.
In order to oatisfy thi» very natural anxiety, it
will, perhap», tutrice if we emb.idy the leading in¬
cident* conceited with the calamity in tho sub¬
joined narrative, tho materiala for which have
been gathered from sources of umiueationabi'e au¬
thenticity.

Sir Hebert Peel had called at Buckingham palace,
and entered his name in her M-ijesty's visiting
book only a few minutis b< loro tho accident. Pro¬
ceeding up Constitution hiil, he had arrived nearly
oppcaite the wickitgate leading iuNi the Oreen
Park, when be met Miaa Eels, oi.o of Lady Ü iver's
daughtere. ou horaeback, attended by a groom. Sir
Ilohert bad acarcely changed salute» with thi»
yoong lady, when hi» horte twea-ne »lightly r.-t tilt,
swerved toward tbe raila of tho Green Park, and
threw Sir Hubert sideways on his left shoulder.
Two gentlemen who were oioee to the spot ran
forward and raiaed bin», boiling him in a aitting
posture. Dr. Foucart wu the third gentleman to
render uaiatence. He saw the accident from a
distan e of 150 yard», and, haatoui-ig forward,
reached the »pot just u Sir Rj'*ert had been raised
by the other two gentlemen. Sir Robert, on being
raised, groaned very heavily, and ia reply to Dr.
Foucarl's question, u to whether ho waa much
hurt, replied, " Yea.very much" During tha few
momenta which elapsed before a carriage wu
procured, Sir Robert became unconacioa», in which
«late he remained until after he bad been «tutted
into th« carriage. He then «lightly revived, and,
apain in reply to Dr. Foucart, «aid, " I fool better."
The carriage wu then ordered to drive «lowly
through the Park to Whitehall garden« Sir Robert
being supported by Dr. Foucart and tbe two gen'
tlemen who had Drat raiaed him from the ground
They bad not proceeded mire than thirty yards

when Sir James Clarke met tho carriage, and hav¬
ing heard of tbe acoi lent, eame op to ase if he
could render any assistance. Dr. Cuacan request¬
ed Sir Jamss to accompany him in the carriage to
Whitehall, which Sir James consented todo, lo a
few m irate« after ho had entere* 1 the carriage, Sir
Robert became much excited, and endeavored to
raise himself up, which it wu thought necessary
to prevent He then again aank into a stats of
ball ancooaciousneM, in which be re mai sed until
hi» arrival in Whitehall Uarden«.
