in public confidence. Yet we are not of th«

contrary, we think the President has nude
mistakes in choosing his advissrs, especially
in stripping the already lean Whig side uf
the Senate -f three of its best men to fill his
Cabinet. -nxiously await the time when
a fight for .. hnin'ht and beneficent TarilT
can be renewed with a fair hope of success;

The demise of the latter gentleman is
of but trilling moment in comparison with
the 1'irs which England has sustained in the
sound intellect and comprehensive views of
her former Premier.
Franco is occupied with trifles, now that

the outrngc of the Election Law has been
consummated. Prussia has made peace
with Denmark, leaving the Duchies to fight
tbeir own battles, and the llolsteiners, no¬

wise deficient in spirit, are arming for the
test struggle. The Pope is making himself
more than ever the tool ef Austria and Na¬
ples, and the King of the latter, blinding
retracting the concessions of that Revolu¬
tion which nearly dethroned him, pavea the
way for his final fall.

Turkey and Egypt are visiting, Spain
awaits an interesting «vent, Austria looks
down the Danube, half mistrusting the Rus¬
