The party charged may
show that he took the article for a temporary pur-
pose—not with the intestion to steal—but merely
to use, Intending to return it, or leave it where the
owner might get it again. The defonse mainly de-

nds on their being slaves endeavoring to escape

m thelr masters, and using their horses for that

purpose, and not amimus furandi, 1f thers was
any reasonable doubt as to the infentson, it would
be our duty to send thouuuwn'j:.;y of the Btato
of Virginia; but we have none; if the men
were on their trial in this Court, we should be
obliged to imstruct the jury to mcquit them. The
rale of law is settled in numerous cases, and atva-
rious periods of our judicial history, that if property
is takep, even clandestinely, yet not with the in-
tention to stesl, but marely to use, it is not larceny.
1f probable cause to belinve these men guilty was
made out, as committing magistrates, we shoald
retain them for trial; but we do not think that any
crime bas been proved against them, and that the
takiog was & mere trespass. .
No proof has been sdauced ns to whatlaws exist
in Virginia on the subject of the abdaction of pro-
erty by slaves, but we take it for granted, in the
absence of evidence, that they are governed by the
rules of common law. 1f the rule is more atriogent
in that Btate, it should be shown by the socusers.
Another poiot bas been raised : That the Court
will not permit those men to be arrested, ae they
have been fraudulently seized, imprisvned nad
brooght iute Coart oo & crimioal charge for which
there was no foundation whatever. .
We are by no meaus prepsred to may that this
charge was fraudulently preferced, bat on the con-
trary, two of the defendants, Wilson and Brooks,
oan only escape & trial, and probable conviotion,
from the fact that they were slaves, endoavoriog
to escape from the custody of their master, and
merely used the horses to sid them in their object.
W e would not permit Mr, Taylor or any other man
to seize his property in open court, whish would
be a contempt, but he has an undousted right totake
these men, wherever he can Iay his hands oo them,
peacenbly, and il viclence or disturbance ensurs,
those perscns are criminally respoosible who
cause it.

We have power to prevent the abuse of lrgal

As s00n a8 the doors of the prison were opened
and while the slaves were still in the vestibule of
the prison, Mr. Tayloraeized hold of one of his men,
whon the alaves reaisted, and & general melee com-
menced between slave and master, in which the
alaves were finally overcome and handouffed, but
not unti] some severe bat not dangerous wounds
were inflicted on both sides, in which the slaves
fared decidedly the woret. One made his escape
and is, no doubt, safe encugh ere this.

W hilethis meleg was guing on, the negro-s out-
side encouraged aud some aselated tho slaves as
much as possible, but were principally prevented
from doing much barm to the men epgaged ia the
recapture by the large iron grated door in front of
the vestibule, which was closed. The Court was
made scquainted with a riot baving actaally com-
menoced, or was about ko commence ; upon this infor-
mation, they ordered nll the men engaged in the
vestibule of the jail to be detalned on a charge of
assault knd battery, with intent to creete a riot,
and &/l parties, slaves and owners, were committed

to fmlon.

mmediately after this affair was somewhat set-
