Thero was a tolerably pretty race in some of our

streets yesterday morning between two handcuffed
negroes and sundry other folks, the history of which
we will relate.
Two negro men, belonging to Hon. Mr. Colcock,

of South Carolina, whom he had brought from his
homo to wait upon himself aud family in this city,
made their eeoape from him two or throe mouths

ago, and, after diligent search, weru found, a few
weeks since, where they had been secreted by toe

Servants of B. H. Coxo, Ksq , in the manner do-

scribed at tbat time. They were then placed in
the jail for safe-keeping, where they remained
until yesterday morning, when Mr. Colcock and n

young gentleman (his nephew, we believe, who
was about to depart for tbe South) took them from
the custody of the jailer and started toward the
southern niailboat. Two backs were employed
for the purpose, in the first of which the gentle¬
men rode, and in the other the negroes, who were

handcuffed together. On the Avenue, near Ninth-
It, the back stopped, and air. Colcock and his
friend went into a store to purchase another pa r

ol handcuff*, for the better securing thoir charge;
the hack In which the nogroos rode taking position
outside of the other. This looked like a chance
for esoepe, and tho door of tho haok was soon open,
ami the negroes gone! In a momeut the alarm
was given, but never did darkies stamper so

swiftly ! The two gentlemen pursued, tho hue and
cry was raised, and everybody joined iu the race,
thousbfew know why. The handcuffs were not
observed, aud it was wondored by many how close
tho contest was ! At length the younger of toe

principal pursuers was gaining clcse upou tho fu¬
gitive*, when one of them lifted a stone or brick¬
bat, and would have leveled him to the earth, had
not tome othor person dono tho like for him at that
moment In an instant the braoe of darkies were
surrounded, and what appeared strange was the
ooioridence of several slavedealers being among
the crowd assembled. Ouo of those, %vith true
business taot, made aome remark ab.>ut getting rid
of trouble, but Mr. Colcock replied emphatically,
that *5,000 would not buy either of them. Ttiey
were forthwith returned to tho jail, to await a

moro auspicious starting. On their arrival here
one of the oflieors spoke to them of the folly of their
.frort*, when tho fellow who had attempted to
throw the »tone remarked " 1 have but onea to

tile, and I'd sooner take the chance tor it now than
*ro homo." What is strange is, that during all this
fellow's life, prior to hi* pro»ent advoaturous ca¬

reer, he was one of the most timid and bid&ble
servants that ever lived tVe understand they
Were both approved family servant*, and great
reliance was placed upon their fidelity.
About the time of the absconding of those alavea,

two females of like character eloped, neither of
whom has been regained. It is said that one of
thorn, who was of a very bright color, departed in
tbe cars as a white iady, through the aid of a vei[
.»ad probably in charge of a white escort.

ranges from 4 to 8 cents a bushes less in air mar¬

ket tban other qualities, and producers will find it
to their interest to avoid raising it.
As yet receipts of Wheat, since the new crop,

bave been very light, bat from the first of Septem¬
ber we may look for very large ones. An idea is
current that the low prices will p.-event whett
from coming out, but tbe experience of 1846, a

similar season, proves it incorrect.
In that year a la'ge crop in Northern phio, fol¬

lowed by se'eral light cnes. and the receipts here
opto Ang j were only 37,513 bosh. OnthelTtii
of Aug. the price io the Cleveland market was 63}
per bush and on the 24th, Cls, which was an aver¬

age duriog the month. In September it ranged
from 61 to 72c, according to fce'gn advices, and in
the es j- part of October as lii<»h as B4c, but soon

fell back to 72c. Still, at these figures, lower than
those of the present season, over sixteen hundred
thousand busheis of Wheat arrived at Cleveland
by Canal after the middle ofAagost.

This season the crop is immense, not only in
Northern bot in ßonthern Ohio, and low prioes
cannot keep it ont of market. Over 200,00o bush of
the new crop have already been received at 8an-
dnsky, an unprecedented amount for that port at
this season of the year.

According to the returns made to the Legislature

of Massachusetts in March last, the length of rail¬
roads at that time open and in daily operation, was
1,170} miles, the aggregate cost of which was $5.1,-
957,310, showing an average cost, including bidd¬

ings, sppartenances and equipments,of $45,243 per
mile. Of this extent of railroad, 267J miles only
consist of a double track. Tbe rest consists of a

single track, but throughout, the whole loomotive
trains, both for passengers and freight, run with
nearly the same regularity, and with very little in¬
creased hazard of interruption, as on those roads
which consist of a double track. In England the
roads consist mostly of a double track, and this ac¬

counts in part for the greater cost. The extent and
costof British railroads above stated, embraces all
the railways In operation at the time stated, in tbo
Uniteo Kingdom.
Comparing, therefore, the extent and cest ot rail¬

roads in each country, with its extent of territory,
and number of inhabitants, Massachusetts has
more tban a raile of railroad in operation for every
seven squaro miles of territory, and for every
eight hundred and fifty inhabitants in the State.
In England the proportion of railroad is not ti'iuai
toonemilo of road for eight squaro miles of terri¬
tory,nor one mile ofrailroad for every 2,c'00 inhabi¬
tants.
