The Tribune, of this morning, attributes the mis¬
conduct of Congress, in passing the Texas lioun-
dsry bi I, to the bad management of the friends of
Free Soil. Hut for their zeal in claiming too much,
¦ays The Tribune, "a bettor result might have
te< n obtained."
This is precisely what we might have expected

ofsuoh a friend of Free Soil as The Tribune.ha
attempt to shift the blame from the roal authors of
this iniquity to the shoulders of those who did their
best to resist it. Ttio success of the Ten Million
bill Wbs not in any measure owing to the manage¬
ment of tho friends oä Free Soil, lor they wore not
permitted to have anything to do with it. It was
owing, in part, to the eHurts of the Compromise
party, who concocted tbe bill and carried it
through. It was owing, in part, to the inlluence of
the Administration, and the alarms expressed in
Mr. Fillniore's cowardly Message, in which he de¬
clared that Texas had a good title to New-Mexico,
and realmmer>dud that money should be given for
It. It was owing, in part, to tho shameful deser¬
tion of Webster from the cause of Freedom in tho
Territories, carrying with biin a set of subaltern
politician* line Ashtnun, EJiat, and tho rest. It
was owing to the dilhjonco of the holders of Texas
scrip, who approached every Momber with such
means (f p rtnasion as wore m>»t likely to bo ef¬
fectual, who hud a strong forco of lobby agents, en¬

gaged in perpetual solicitation of the Members; a

body so nuiueioua, that when tho hill was at last
pasted by tho House of Representatives, they and
their creatures In the (ja'.lery applauded tho docility
of the Members with a deafening shout.

fÖT* Tin: Post neither states our position
fairly nor responds to it candidly. Wo said
nothing of " the misconduct of Congress in
passing tho Texas Boundary bill." What
W0 did say referred to the whole sories of
measures just enacted, and embodied our

conviction that more of tho territory claimed
* by Texas might have been saved from her
grasp and consecrated to Freo instead of
Slave Labor, if all those who profess to bo
Free Soilers in Congress, nad looked to the
bearing of pending questions on this great
i^sue, instead of considering too anxiously
tho effect on their own popularity aud for.
tunes. To bo more specific:

1. Wo maintain that the Texas Boundary
of tho Compromise bill gave 25,000 square
miles more to New-Mexico and less to Tex¬
as than tho Boundary bill actually passed
gives..Does Tho Post deny this?

2. We maintain that tho friends of Free
Soil in Congress (or one-half of them) might
have passed the Compromise bill, and thus
secured this additional 25,000 squaro miles
to Free Soil..Does The Post deny this ?

3. Wo believe (and not without warrant)
that if the friends of Free Soil had chosen
in July to say to the leading supporters of
the Compromise, "We will acquiesce in
' your measure if you will make the paral-
Mel of 32° North the boundary between
'New-Mexico and Texas," they might have
obtained that concession and in this shape
have passed tho bill, securing a still larger
area to Freo Soil..Poes The Post deem this
improbable ?
.If we are right en the abovo points, or

a majority of them, is not The Post's ar¬

raignment groundless and unjust?
.It is a fact which The Post cannot con-

coal that Tho Tribune labored alone for
months to awaken attention to the import¬
ance of this Texas Boundary question as

involving tho issue of Extension or Limita¬
tion of Slavery. Less than a year ago, after
wo had labored months on this point, we
were gravely told by journals which made
more noisa for Free Soil than we did, and
were esteemed more devoted to the cause,

that, unJess the Wilmot Proviso were first
enacted, it made no odds whether the Terri¬
tory in dispute were accorded to Texas or

New-Mexico. Not until very recently has
even The Post done anything to expose tho
baselessness of the pretensions of Texas and
their vital conflict with the cause of Free
Soil We, on the other hand, have for
nearly two yoars endeavored to call public

attention to this issue, and have devoted
whatever industry and capacity we have

to the one olject of making the settlement

of this Boundary as favorable to New-
Mexico, and thus to Freedjm, as possible.
On this account we have borns abuse, in-

jurious misapprehension and deliberate cal-
umny.much of it concocted by The Post.
There are thousands who hare been made
to believe The Tribune recreant to Free

Soil who could not have been thus deluded
had we not held party, personal friendship
and our own reputation subordinate to the

paving of thousands of square miles from

Slavery for Free Labor. Time will vindi¬
cate our course.if not, we fearlessly ap¬

peal to the judgment of Eternity.
.The Post does gross injustice to Pres¬

ident Fillmore, misled and misleading by
means of an omission in the Telegraphic
Eeport of his Texas Message. The Message
as transmitted, reads " TVthe claim of Texas

to New-Mexico be valid " &o, but in the tele¬

graphic copy as delivered tons and transfer¬

red to all the Northern and so to the West¬
ern journals, that important If was omit¬
ted, making the President assert or admit the

justice of the claim which he never did ad¬
mit and ody epoke of hypothetically. Such
mistakes to the prejudice of its adversaries
are habitual with The Post.

4. As " to the holders of Texas Scrip,"
and -their doings in connection with this

question, Tho Post maybe right, though we

have not a particle of evidence that it is.

At all events, their influence was an ele¬
ment of the calculation which no practical
leg'slator could wisely disregard. But that
influence cared nothing for tho provisions
of the bill beyond the clause securing them
their Millions. Had the friends of Freo
Soil taken the matter into their own hands,
either by adopting and amending the Cim-
promise bill or by amending and adopting
the Texas Boundary bill, the Texas Scrip
influence, be it much or little, would have
been on their side, without any agency of
theirs in the premises. We believe they
might have so shaped matters, and that tho
Texas Boundary (which was essentially
from the first and obviously at the last the

pivot of the entire controversy) would have

passed far more easily and triumphantly
with the right Boundary than it did with a

wrong one. The time must come whon this
whole strugglo may bo viewed calmly and
the part which each has taken in itjudgod
justly. For us, it cannot como too soon.

This bill passed the Senate by a vote of
30 to '20, but so much of it as carries the
Boundary of Texas North to 3G° ZO* was

barely carried by a vote of 25 to '21 for sub¬
stituting the Clay Compromise Boundary'
which carried Texas at no point above
the parallel of 34° North. Messrs.» Cass,
Dickinson, Podge -of Iowa, and Sturgton
of Pa. (and on a subsequent vote Messrs.
Bright and Whitcomb of Ind.) voted with
the ultra South to turn the intermediate
25,000 square miles over from Free-Soil to
Slavery. That vote secures the ultimato
erection of two more Slave States out of
Texas, when, but for it, one of them would
have been formed from New-Mexico and
been Free.

The bill organizing New-Mexico as a Ter¬
ritory of the United States passed the Sen-
ate on the 15th ult. and was spliced to the
above (Boundary) bill in the House on the
5th inst. by 10G to 09. This bill is very
long, and consists mainly of the usual pro¬
visions, (for which see any act organizing a

U. S. Territory.) The following are its
more material provisions:

It was signed by the Presi¬
dent on Monday the C'th,"and is now the
law of the land.
