The Potato Rot at Trft East Tha Boston
Jonnud is informed by a gentloratn who has re¬

cently returned from a journey throagh several c »an-

ties in New Hampshire, that the potato rot has
made its appearance, ai d is committing serious ra¬

vages. 60 far as our informant oould learn, tha
)ut appeared simultaneously in varioa* sections o!
the State. In some situations the tubers are b*. ily
rotted, whiie in others no signs tf the dis¬
ease have as yet appeared Some varieties .if the

potato have also entirely escaped. Much excite¬
ment and apprehension exiats among the farmer*
in consequence of this calamity. We hear cm-

plaint* of the rot from several town* in this State.
The Old Colony Reporter says:

" It is conlined principally to one or two varieties,
theChennDgoes, and the pink eyes, or calicoes, are

nearly aii whTch have yet, to oar knowledge, been
affected. The former has, ever since the first ap-

prarance of the rot, some years since, be-sn the

most affected, and we should think it advisable to

relinquish its culture, at least for the p-esent."
The Seirburypo't Herald State« that the rot in

that vicinity appears to be far worse than in any

previous year. A great portbn *f the crop is fouod

I to be rotten already in the hills, and if it is not s mn

arrested, the crop threatens to be entirely cat off.
We learn that in Norfolk County tho pjtat ;es

are generally diseased, and the crop will t>e much
reduced.

learn that this disease has suddenly appeared in
tbis quarter. A few days ago the potato looked
finely. But now, we hear of their decay io a'l di¬
rections, and many fields whicb promised a large
yield, will not be worth digging.
