An txdutive power ia that power which is pot-

aetaed and may bo exercised independently of all
other sovereignties on earth. Concrete thenhav.
jig exclusive power hta abaolute aovere'gnty. un¬

less esses be excepted in which it thill not be ex-

ercitcd. But auch exception* are exc'uded by the
broad expression " in all caaea whatsoever."
Those who framed the Constitution were fully

awsre of the extent of the power which it confer
red. Mr. Maditon thus describes it in the i d

oomber of the Federalist :

"The Indispensable necessity of eomp'ete au'lnrltyat the

fetMo' OcvrrcDifDi earrlea it* own e-lieoce with tt Itlt

a power exeielted bv every Leglt'atnre of the Union-I
rr-ithi tay. of tne world-by virtue of ltt general su¬

premacy"
Yes, Sir, it is a cornjiteir. not an imperfect powe-.

It is a powefoverthe District equal to any author¬

ity which can be exercised by any Legislature of

"any State in thia Union," or by any Legislature
of any State or nation "in the world7' It is a

power described in the philosophy of Government
as "tvmmiim irnjierium summ tint modo," a power,
within the region of its exercite, complete, abso¬
lute, universal. Now every Legislature in this
Union, every sovereign au'hority in the world, has
the power tu abolish Slavery. More than half of
the Statee in tbis Union have aboliahed or pro¬
hibited it. France, England and Mexico have abol¬
ished and prohibited it. Congress can do in tie

District of Columbia wlmt they have done within
their respective dominions.

I dweil upon this point only a moment longer.
Slavery within the District of Columbia exists only
by the action of Congress. Instead of pursuing
the argument further to prove that Congress has
the power to make a freeman, I demand proof that
Congress postesses the power to make a slave, or

bold roan in bondage. All the other points which
have been raised apply not to tho meri:s of the

proposition for Emancipation, but only to the form
and manner of carrying it into effect. Such were

the objections raised by my honorable and esteemed
friend from Connecticut, (Mr. Baldwin) and my no

less honorable and esteemed friend from Massachu¬
setts, (Mr Winthrop.) It will bo seen at once that
these objections concede that the principle of the
measure is right Nevertheless, without holding
those gentlemen to this concession, but leaving
them to ju^ge and act for themselves, Isball be con¬

tent t'> renly to them so far only as to vindicate the
plan of Emancipation embodied in the amend
roent. What then is the form, and what the rrar-

nrr proposed? Tho amendment doc.ares that
Slavery shallforever cease in the District of Colum¬
bia, and that all persons held in bondage therein
when the act shall go into effect, shall be free. It
directs the Secretary of the Interior to pay the
damages which any persons holding slaves within
the District shall incur by reason of its passage,
and it appropriates 6'-'00,t)U0 as a fund for that pur¬
pose. The amendment further provides for an elec¬
tion in which the qualified and competent citizens
of the District shall express their approbation or

disapprobation of tho aot. If they disapprove it,
it shall be void and of no effect

I submit,Sir, in the first piano, that tha plan is
adei/uate. It will secure the abolition of Slavery
within the District, if it obtains the consent of those
who are most particularly concerned in the ques¬
tion. I have not learned from either of my honor¬
able friends that be is in tavor of emancipating the
slaves without the consent of the people in the Dis¬
trict, and we have all heard other honorable Sen¬
ators insist upon that consent as indispensable. I
do not insist upon it for myself. I havo only sur

rendered so much to their objections; but if a ma¬

jority of the Senate should waive the objection,
It would give me pleasuro to modify tho plan ac-

oordiogly.
Second The plan is an equal one- While it

oonfers upon the slave the inestimable boon of
freedom, it awards to him who, by authority of

Congress, has hitherto held him in bondage, a just
remuneration ar.'d indemnity for his loss. It is then
adequate and equal.

Thirdly, tho plan is not violent nor capricious,
but deliberate and prudent; for it makes this sol
emn transaction to depend upon, a canvass, to be
continued not lets than three months nor more than
six months, among the people of the District.

Fourthly, the plan is broad enough. 1 am iu-
formed by, 1 believe, creditable evidence, that the
cumber of slaves within the District, as ascertained
by the Census, male snd female, old and young,

"great and small, ia about ODO, and that their value
is estimated, by those who regard them as aubjeota
of trailic, aa I certainly do not, at $:1U0 for each per
son, or in the aggregate S1H0.000.
The amendment appropriates taro hundred thou¬

sand dollars. If the sum ia too great, nothing will
be lost, if it bo too small, the deficiency can be
now or afterward supplied.
But my honorable friend from Massachusetts

(Mr. Winthrop) objects that the amendment con¬

tains no provision for the support of the slaves or

of any of them alter their emanoipati m. Sir, if 1
oould admit that thia objection bad weight, it would
be asuflicieut answer that, in the judgment of other
Senators, such a provision would only tend to da-
feat the object in view. If those honorable Sena¬
tors think 1 err in this, let them submit such a pro
vision, and if it do not embarrass the bill it shall
receive my vote.
But 1 think tho objection itself is not well

grounded. The slave is held ltt bondage not fur
his own support and for his own bone lit, but for the

support and benefit of his master. It is the slave
then that supports and contributes to the support
of. tho master, and not the muster that supports the
slavo. it is not In humanity that it should bo oth¬
erwise. Relieve the slave then from the support
Of his master, and his whole energies will be dt
rected to making provision for himself and his own

family. The instincts of tho common nature which
ho shares with us will do thereat. But you may
reply that these persons are degraded to as t.< be
unable to take care of themselves. On tho con¬

trary, it Is iu this District that the institution as¬

sumes its most cheerful, or least repulsive aspe.t.
Here, iu the center of tho Union, in the Capital ol
this free Empire, the African race has been held
in Imndage from generation to generation through
a period of near two hundred years. Weal! trust,
we all believe tbat the ultimate result of the traut-
fer of tbis foreign population to our own shores is
to be the bringing of them into a condition to suppot»
themselves and to exorcise tho privileges of sei'-
government. It it a tad commentary upon the
operation of our institutions to say that two hun¬
dred years have not been enough to bring these
.ix hundred per»ons, under such favorable auspices,
to the capability of providing for their own daily
wants.
The next objection to tho measure which 1 shall

notice i», that it is an indiscreet oue. This I
think was the language of my rouorable friend from
Mats- (Mr. Winthrop). The objection implies as-

sent to the justice and wisdom of the measure it-
seW.'and takes issue only upon the time, occasion

-»ot^oiecunutances, under which it is proposed. It
/.concedes, moreover, that it would be proper at a

dBfterelht time, on some other occasion, or iu tome

other circumstances.
Let us see, then, wherein the indiscretion con¬

sists. And tirst, aa to the occasion. One honor¬
able Senator (Mr. Winthrop! says that by support
irg it on this occasion we should incur tho risk of
icaing tho bill itself whicb Is proposed to be
amended, andthui losing the abolitioti of the Slave
Trade within the District of Columbia. Supple
we do. What would be the loss I The amend¬
ment before you secures the abolition of the Slave
trade, for it abolishes Slavery altogether. When
Slavery falls, the trace, which ia only an incident
of it, will undoubtedly ceane. But the Senator is

afiaid tbat between the two both will be lost
That cannot happen. Tho passage of either ac-

oooiplishea the object in viear. If the amendment
shall pass,yon will have a better bid than toe bill
of the Committee of Thirteou li the amendment
shall fail, you will atili hare the bill of the Com
pjittce of Thirteen.
But the bill of the Committee of Thirteen is not

put in jeopardy. It is lott or worse ttiau lost to us

f already. If it had not been, 1 should not have of-
Vlered »>>' proposition aa an amendment The abo-
^TTTion of theeiave trade indeed remains iu tne bi I,

buTco^ditious have been annexed which cannot be

accepted, and which compel ut of tho Free States
to reject the bill itself One of these couditiout it

wrorg, uot because it is iuiquitout in itself, but only
bromine it ia declared by tne atatuto to be wrong.
Thesaotfcd condition which has been annexed

to the bill ia the conferring of a right upon the <»r

poratioua of the District to impose conditions upon
which Ireed men etat! be allowed to enter and re
main in the District or depart from it.iu other
awdt, to ptotcrttt free men who are citizens of

the United States end of the free 8tat*a. By the

addition of these conditions, the hill ha* been con¬

verted from a l»w meMoratiof! Slavery within the

Diatrirt int» a la* to tVti'y Slavery and proscribe
freemen. Wren that was done my l»st nnpe, my

last purpose, mv latt thought of -apporting the bill

wm gonV And yet this i. the bill whichi the Hon-

orable Senator from IfMsa^usetta (Mr. Winthrop)

complains that I am puttios* in jeopardy. This,
Sir, ar d nothing other or dtd'erem from this, is the

boor which be says is jast within our grtsp. and

which I have strock down to the earth. Sir, when
my amendment aba have been rejentei this biU

will still remain. I want to see whether he will

embrace it, snd take it to his- boiom. I shall not

bel'eve it. It would stir g me to death.
80 much, Sir, for the occ«sion And now for the

indiscretion, so far as it depend* upon time and
circumstances. I think it wrong to hold men in
bondage at any time and und--r any circ ;-nit*rcia.
I think it rithtar.d just, theref >re,to abolithSlavery
wherever we have the power at any time, at all
times, under any circumstances Now, Sir, so far
as the objection rests upon the time when thia
measure is proposed, I beg leave to say that if
the present is not the right time, then there must

be or moat have been iome other time, when it
would be or wou'd have been right. That other
time must be a time that is already pasted, or a

time jet to come. Well. Sir, 81avery has existed
here, under the sanction of Congress, for 50 years
undisturbed. The right time then has not passed.
Jt must, therefore, be a future time. Will gentle¬
men oblige me and the country by telling us how
far down in the Future tne right time lies ? When
will it come ? Will it be the next year, or at the
end of the next half century, or of the next hun¬
dred years ? When will it be discreet to bring be¬
fore Congress and the people tho abolition of
Slavery in the District of Columbia? Sir, let not
ßenators delude themselves. I had the honor to
submit to the Senate some weeks ago a proposi¬
tion to admit New-Mexico as a State. It was re¬

jected then by a vote unanimous, except my own.
those whowerein favor of the measure voting with
its opponents because it was rot the riitbt tim«.
They said the Constitution had not been officially

received. It was not a fit occasion. The measure
was offered as an amendment to the bill. Sir, the
Constitution was officially received yesterday, and
the Senators of the StRte were in waiting. Hat
New-Mexico in the meantime had been organized
as a Territory, and her State Constitrtioa is not
even hcno-r-d with « reference. Tnere is no right
time for New-Mexico to enter the Union as a Free
State. 80. Sir, it will be with the abolition of Sla¬
very in the District of Columbia The right time,
if it be r ot now, wili never come. Sir, each Sana
tor must judge for himself. Judgine for myself, I
am sure the right time km come. Past the mid
die age of life, it baa happened to me now, for
the first time, to be a legislator for Slaves. I be¬
lieve it to be my cuty to reotore them to Free¬
dom. For the performance ofauch a duty.Jthe first
time and the first occasion which oilers, is the right
time. The people who sent me here knew my
opinions and my principles on that subject. If [
waived this time and this occasion, such is the
uncertainty of human life and of human events, that
no other may ever offer themselves to me. I could
not return to the People who sent me here, nor

could I go before my Maker, having been here,
without having humbly but firmly endeavored to

discharge that great obligation.
8ir, I can spare one word of reply, net to the

wretched imputation that I seek by this measure
to dissolve the Union of these States, but to the
argument that the measure itself tends to so die
nstrous a consummation. This Union is the feeblest
and weakest national power that exists on earth, if,
with twenty million of freemen, it cannot bear the
shock of adding six hundred to their number. The
Union stands, as I have demonstrated at large on

former occasions, not upon a ma|ority of voices in
either or both Houses of Congress upon any meas¬

ure whatever, but upon enduritttj physical, social
and political necessities, which will surrive all the
questions of this day, and will survive alter the ex¬

tinction of Slavery, not only in tho District of Co¬
lumbia, but throughout the world. Others may try
tosaveitby concessions to Slavery, from imaein
ary perils. I shall atiil seek to perpetuate it by
rendering ita power beneficent lo all classes aud
conditions of mankind.
