Mo«t ßACRED DAT IN tur JEWISH calendar.
.The pre«ent day i« properly so described. Tnis

Monday) makes in the Jewish Calendar the tenth
day of the month Tlsri, and the last of the ten an¬

nual days of repentance It began last evening
with sunset, and terminates at the same time thi«
evening. There was, last evening, a lengthy and

impressive service in every synagogue, and the
aervice of the evening, with that of to day, must

reqnire about fourteen hour«. Thia is the ancient

day of atonement. On this day th>.- High Pries*
entered into the Holy of Holies, whi h he could do

ODly once in the year, and sanctified with the
bleed of a bullock and a goat, the p-incipal edifice
of worship and the aliar; he then sent a living
goat into the wilderness, this being oymbolical of

the abandonment of every sin. One of his most

important dutie» was the acknowledgment of sin.
The stcient institution is interesting to Christians
as well as to Jews, and is viewed as expressive of

some peculiar doctrines of evangelical religion.
and it is unhappy for Christianity that the Jewish

ceremonies are not studied with more interest by
Gentiles. This is a day of severe fasling with the
Jews.neither food nor drink is tasted. It is a

day devoted to humiliation, confession and prayer.
We may judge of the increase of Israelites in our

country and city from the fact that to day probably
fourteen places of worship will be filled and un¬

comfortably crowded, while numbers will be stand¬

ing at every door.

If another person holds his
lianas over our ears the rumbling which is heard

proceeds from him.from the coursing of the blood

through kit body. A lifeless object will not pro
tiuce this sound; and, doubtless, by lay tGg our ear

upon a dying person, we can learn by the sense o:

bearing wfctn the blood ceases to flow and lifo be¬

comes extinct. If we held a lifeless object to the

ear the sound may be observed, it is true, but i

springs from tho body, and is conducted by the

baud tr.rough 'he object held. In most cases o

deafness the same rumbling i« incessantly heard

and, aa ni1:::.. can be heard unless it comes to the

tympanum externally, the sound must be pro¬
