their eaiensive grounds, situated at the head of Bushwl-i
Avenue, a few rod* north of the Toll Gate, on the Jamaica
Turnpike, clrectly east from Brooklyn, and about three
mile* from Peck 8iip Ferry, at »Villlamsburgh.
The Assocltiion ba» been organized under the General

Act of 1847.'- To Incorporate Rural Cemeterlet.'' A map

I mentioned, inono of my dispatches to-day, that
t'ne friends of Protection had held another Caucus,
and decided to mako another eflbrt, this session, to

getthe Tarili' ol" ld46 modiliod. The plan of ope¬
rations has come to my knowledge, and I feel pri"
vileged to speak of it to the extent of stating its
outline: It will be proposed as a seperate and in¬

dependent bill. It will direct, with a view to the
discriminations sought by various interests, that a

combination of borne and foreign valuations, with
specific duties on some articles and ad valorem on
others.
A duty of 810 a tun will be levied on railroad

iron, and of 47 on pig iron. The bill will go into
operation thirty days after its passage. It was at
first determined to take the Tariff of lBlG as tho
rule of assessment, and the home valuation as the
basis, instead of the foreign, as now, but the plan
was changed at the earnest solicitation of a num¬
ber of iron men and other manufacturers, who held
a meeting in this city previously.

I am assured that the prospect of getting this
bill through at the present session is much im¬
proved by the disappearance of members daily, in
spite of the pairings off being arrauged with spe¬
cial reference to this question; and that, in addition,
quite a number of the Loco-Focos have pledged
themselves to vote for the contemplated bill. These
will, it is thought, be suilicient to carry it through.
Mr. Briggs is keeping a close eye to the Mint

bill. Tbe earliest opportunity will be embraced to
move the discharge of the Committee of tho Whole
from its consideration, so as to bring it squarely be¬
fore the Heusefor direct yea or nsy action. It
will require a suspension of the rules to make the
motion for discharge but this, it is hoped, will be
accomplished, although requiring two thirds to do
it, ss you are aware.
The President has consented to withdraw the
