Three times he hau
made that attempt; three times ho w is p it
down, not by soldiers fighting for tho mas¬

ters who paid them, for there is no standing
army in Venezuela.bat by the spontane"
cus rising of the inhabitants. He was put
down, contending not to overthrow tyranny,
but to establish his own personal domina¬
tion ; not in behalf of democracy but against
it; not for free institutions but that he might
confiscate tho Republic to his own profit;
contending, too, be it remembered, not
peaceably through the press and the baliot"
boj, but with fire and sword, with bloodshed
and the outrages of civil war.

Though banishei from Venezuela, where
he and his party are in a small minority, it
is now plain that Gen. Paez aim.3 to keep up
an agitation there. Ho would fain havo it
thought that he has the support and admi¬
ration of *he people of this country, not for
what ho was in his youth, but for what ho
is now, and that ho may hero find baokors
who will help him to make a triumphant
return. This is his purpose in this sword
presentation. In his published letter ac-

ci mpanying it, he shrewdly congratulates
himself that he has obtained the approba-
tion " of the great people of the United
States and of the enlightened City of New-
York." We protest against such an assump¬
tion, and denounce tho purpose lurking be¬
hind it. We do not believe that tho people
either of New-York or the country at large
wish to te accessories to any plot to foment
disturbance in Venezuela. Nor do wo think
that, ready as their approbation may hive
beco for Pacz the Liberator, they can have
any satisfaction in Pacz the intriguer, riotor
and assailant of his country's freedom..
They may admire the beginning of his ca¬

reer, but not the dorp u'ains which sully its
subsequent stages.
A? long as the ovations to Gen. Paez could

be suppled to bo a tribute to his oarly
achievements offered by porsons ignorant
of his later history aud accepted because
they could not bo declined, we forbore to
comment upon them from a natural unwil¬
lingness to add to tho paia of exile. But
when Gen. Paez thrusts himself voluntarily
before the public the case becomes different,
and wo merely dischargo a duty, not only
to the people of this country but to the Rc-
publio of Venezuela, inputting his ante-
et dei.tr. as well as his aspirations and pur¬
poses in a clearer li^ht than he probably
will deeire.
