Th e Nicaragua Kvcte..A passenger on the

Crescent City has fornished the Evening Pfst
with the following uilormation:
He sailed from Sum fr rancisco in the bnir Anne

and Juliu, on tlie :id of August, with aoont 73

other passengers, for Panama. The vc JSel en¬

countered a severe storm; and after having sus¬

tained great damage, was driven into ttealejo, in

the State of Nicaragua, where sue was condemn*
ed. Subsequently to the arrival of the Anne and

Julia, the ship Stafford, and the steamers North¬
erner and Republic, touched at Realejo, and laud¬

ed about 180 passengers.
Of the passengers by the Anne nod Julia, 30

arrived at the port öf San Juan in time to take

the British steamer Dec. for Chagres, on the 5th
irjgt. They were fortunate enough to reach the

latter point before the sailing of the Crescent

City. Tin? first part of their journey across the

continent, from the Pacific to Lake Nicaragua,
about 100 miles, was performed upon mules. They
crossed the lake, ami descended the River San
Juan in the craft of the country, called bongos.
These conveyances resemble the largest specimens
of the primeval " dugouts" of the Mississippi. The
distance thus traversed is reckoned at SCO miles.
He expresses himself much pleased with the

route. When the proper facilities shallhavebeen
provided, it will probably be preferred to any
other now open. It possesses the great advan¬
tage of being healthy. At present, owing to the
want of the conveniences which will be supplied
in time, it is tedious and expensive. He thinks
the American steamers ought to nut directly to

and from San Junn, or at least to touch there.
There were two small steamers lying in the

waters »>f the San Juan one at tlrr- bottom of the
falLs ofMachucha, undergoing repairs to fit for the
ascent of the falls. It is intended that this boat
shall run on the Lake from San Carlos, the point
of egress at .Van Juan, to Grenada. The other

vessel was supposed to be the Orus. She lay at

the mouth of the Colorado, fifteen miles from San
Juan.
