We have no private intelligence to give
any one with regard to onr approaching
Elcetion; but we say to all with the
most earnest conviction of its truth that
the Whiz State Ticket cannot be beatzn, un-
lpssby some wnimaginable treachery.

Although we have no fear of his con-
vincing any body else. we shall not allow
our corresponient to swindle himself into
the belief that he meant to give a correct
vote in the Seeond Ward case.  He knows

The following primary and vital facts in
the case bave been repeatedly stated in
our columns, and have not heen denied—
are nop now questioned by our correspond-

ent:

1. There were rival claims to seats from
the Seepnd Ward in the present Whig
General Committee—two full Delegations
presepting themselves and claiming to be
admitted ;

9, The General Committes sent these
rival Delegations back to the Whizg elect-
ors of the Ward, appointed a Duy Elee-
vion, and took care that Inspectors of each
party should hold it, so as to have a de-
cision made from swhich there could be no
grounds of appeal.

And there
is w0 disputing the fact that the clection
for Delegates to the several Nominating
Committees called by the recognized Ward
Committee resulted in the unanimous elec-
tion of Jomes Kelly, &e. to the Judicial
and Jumes H. Welsh and ussociates to the
Congressionul Convention.

N, who was enlitled to call the Second
Ward Meeting for the choice of Nominating
Committers ? That is the vital question.
When the General Committee issued its
Cull for such meeting and gave the Ward
Comuittee power to appoint Inspectors,
fix or ulter the fme, place, &e. did it or
eonld it Goenn any other Ward Committee
thon that whose Chuirman’s name is re-
corded inits book 1 Duoes this question ad-
mit of two answers !

But another meeting was called, and was
held, at o diflerent time and place, by a
budy also cluiming to be a Second Ward
Whig Committec, Well: what of it?
The General Commitee had issued no re-
seript to any such Committee, authorized
it to hold no meeting. appoint no inspectors.
It had no more power to call a meeting
which should in any maaner commit or
bind the Whigs of the Second Ward than
the Clerk of Fulton Murket had. That
Clerk could hold an election any day and
poll five hundred votes if he eared to have
so many. What would it all amount to?

—Ah! the *Benson!' meeting polled 196
votes, while the *Sayre® only polled 124.
What of it? Do you seriously mean to
contend that if some unauthorized body had

| called a Whir meeting lnst Monday in

The Judiciary Convention itself answered
this question in the case of the Sixth Ward
cemtest.

to atene for this wrong, in the settlement of
Congressional and Ward candidates, we ap-
prehend dizastrous consequenses, It rests
with these who hayve the power to deter-

mine whether such atonement shall be prof-
